ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that for the USDA Phase 3A contract, the engineer’s estimate was $1.2 million but the low bid came in at $925,000.  The money saved could possibly be used for the 26th Avenue project, which the engineer will review.  There are major flooding problems on Delaware Avenue from 24th to 26th.   Belasco distributed information on a revised solar panel ordinance.  There is some conflict between the City’s zoning ordinance and the requirements to receive a rebate from the State.    The new ordinance will be introduced in the near future.  The 2012 Salary Ordinance is ready to be introduced this morning.  We will also introduce by title only a revised TDF ordinance.  
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated the all three municipalities must be on the same page before this new ordinance is considered for passage.  The animal control contract should be awarded today along with the other professional services contracts.
