The Fire Department has requested to be removed from the Custodial Services contract, and the City will ask the cleaning company to clean the bathrooms at 15th & Beach instead. Boardwalk SID has asked that these bathrooms stay open until 11 PM and has offered to pay the difference if necessary.  The contract with Stockton College will provide for beach monitoring for this year and includes services for the Beach fill project with Wildwood Crest.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that Ordinance #1605, regarding the Rules and Regulations of the Police Department, has a minor error that needs to be corrected.  It has been discussed previously that the ordinance should state “two” lieutenants, whereas the ordinance in present form states “one.”  Rosenello asked for a motion to amend the ordinance to read “two” lieutenants. 
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On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Zampirri, that Ordinance No.  1605, Paragraph 75-1, be amended to read “two” lieutenants instead of “one.”  The roll was then called, with all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared the amendment duly adopted.
ORDINANCE NO. 1605 - On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that Ordinance No. 1605 be placed, as amended, on its second reading.   Carried.

The Clerk read Ordinance No. 1605 by its title, as required by Law, known as “An Ordinance Amending Chapter 75, Articles I Through III Of The Code Of The City Of North Wildwood – As Amended“.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   
The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1605 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Del Conte, that Ordinance No. 1605 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1605 duly adopted.
