CAUCUS MEETING

JULY 3, 2012
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, Salvatore Zampirri, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Also present were City Administrator Louis Belasco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that one appointment will be added to the agenda for a seasonal firefighter.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the resolution for engineering services should read $60,000, not $73,000.  The contract with Jersey Professional Management will allow the City to use Rich Deaney on an as-needed basis as a project consultant, etc.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that Mr. Deaney will work as an independent contractor, not a City employee.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the City continues to discuss options for the replacement of the bulkhead at 3rd Avenue.  One possibility is to vacate the area west of the bulkhead and have the property owners on each side, Chris Deegler and the Promenade Condos, be responsible for the replacement and maintenance of the bulkhead.  The only structures affected by a vacation would be docks which are already in place in the water.  No land would be involved.  
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if Mr. Deegler and the Condos would get along well under that scenario.  
MAYOR HENFEY stated that it would not be fair to offer the vacation to Mr. Deegler and not to the Condos.  The City would have no claim to the areas west of the bulkhead.

COUNCILMAN ZAMPIRRI asked if the bulkhead, if not replaced by the city, would have to be constructed according to certain specifications, etc.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the construction would have to be according to the bulkhead ordinance, with inspections by the City Engineer, etc.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO stated that she foresees problems in getting the bulkhead replaced and maintained.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that a model to use as the vacation ordinance would be the one that was used for portions of Pine Avenue, where the vacation was done conditional to various improvements being made and maintained.  Mr. Deegler and the Promenade Condos must agree to share the costs of replacing and maintaining the entire bulkhead.  The City should not be responsible for mediating any future disputes between the Condos and Mr. Deegler.  Both parties should be jointly responsible for replacement and maintenance.  

MAYOR HENFEY asked if it would be feasible for the City to replace the bulkhead and then place an assessment on the owners to pay for it.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that Mr. Deegler is motivated to get the situation with the bulkhead resolved.  The actual wording of the ordinance has been the subject of discussion, with ‘vacation’ as opposed to ‘relinquish’ rights or interest to the area west of the bulkhead.  The property owners would have the area split between them 50-50.  The City will probably never have any interest in doing anything west of the bulkhead so if vacating the area and having the property owners replace and maintain the bulkhead it is a win-win for the City.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that if there is no objection from Council the City will continue to work on an agreement to be made with Mr. Deegler and the Promenade Condos.  The agreement for replacement and maintenance of the bulkhead will be attached to the property, not the owner, so that if the property is transferred, the new owner would assume the same responsibility in connection with the maintenance of the bulkhead.  There have also been requests to vacate a portion of 19th Avenue at the intersection with Virginia Avenue, seeking 10’ of the right-of-way.  Engineer Petrella says that 10’ would not be a problem.
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PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that it seems to be a situation similar to the vacation on Maryland Avenue where the City gave 5’ to all of the properties surrounding the intersection.  Should we do the same at 19th & Virginia?  The City has had numerous requests to vacate street ends, but we are only giving 10’.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the property owners should pay the City’s legal fees for these vacation ordinances.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the beach fill project with Wildwood Crest has been completed with 96,000 cubic yards of sand moved.  After passing tonight’s resolution, we will begin to negotiate and itemize the bills with Wildwood Crest for submission to FEMA.  We will consult with Dr. Farrell on this and FEMA is expected to reimburse 75%.  

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if the south end of the beach is any better, with the answer being not much.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the last 500 cubic yards of sand were used to fill in a gully at 11th Avenue.  2nd Avenue did not have much sand but has been growing recently.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the Beach Patrol appointments on the agenda are for this year’s rookies.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Tolomeo, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried.       6:50 PM

Koch asked if the arch is finished at 16th & Boardwalk, with the answer being yes.  Koch stated that the grass on the dunes by the seawall near the Anglesea Beach Colony should be cut and maintained better, with perhaps benches being installed.  Koch stated that North Wildwood needs beach bars.
