COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE arrived at 9:45 AM. 

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked if there are any additions or changes to the agenda.  
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that there is one seasonal appointment to be added for the Public Works Dept.  Gary Sloan will work as a seasonal afternoon supervisor up through the Irish Festival.  Harry Wozunk and Carl Delinski are finished work by early afternoon and someone is needed for the afternoon shift.  

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked who decided to give Gary Sloan the job.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the position was offered to someone else but it was turned down.  Gary Sloan is a former City employee who works in a professional manner and will do the job well.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the circumstances were such that an immediate replacement was needed at Public Works.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that a seasonal employee was needed on very short notice.  It would be impossible to have Committee Meetings for all seasonal appointments.  There sometimes is not time to call everyone on Council to get input.  The Committees always confer on permanent appointments but to do the same for all of our summer appointments would not be possible.  
COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO stated that there is an issue at Public Works that needs to be resolved.  Why are we putting Gary Sloan there?

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the reason that an immediate replacement was needed is a personnel issue.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO stated that the issue is with Public Works.  Something is going on there that needs to be fixed.  This is not against Gary Sloan personally.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that it is difficult to find laborers for Public Works.  The pay is not high and people don’t like to wait to move up on the scale.  

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that this position needed to be filled immediately because the situation happened so fast. 

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked if there is anything else to discuss regarding the agenda.
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ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that a resolution is on the agenda for extending the grace period for interest payments on tax bills.  The bills should be mailed out this week, probably tomorrow and Thursday.  The average tax bill went up about $4.  Most assessments have remained the same, and the tax rate only went up two-tenths of one cent, so there should not be many citizen complaints.  

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP asked if there is any help from the State on property taxes.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the Homestead Rebate and Senior Tax Freeze programs are still in effect, although the date for the Tax Freeze has not been extended this year.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked about this year’s tax rate.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that this year’s rate 1.074, which is the lowest on the island.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that a resolution is on the agenda to change the time of the August 7 Meeting from 7 PM to 10 AM due to the National Night Out activities.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that August 7 is also National Lighthouse Day, with a ceremony at the Hereford Inlet Lighthouse including Congressman LoBiondo and other dignitaries.  Fred Wuestner is being promoted in the Police Department, as he has taken on most of the responsibilities previously done by one of the captains.  Fred does a great job and helps other departments as well.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that he is reviewing the list of employees in clerk positions to determine who should be moved to a higher Civil Service title.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that those employees would not necessarily be getting salary increases but may not be working under the correct Civil Service title.  Chief Matteucci understands the importance of keeping our police officers on the street so he now has a civilian employee carrying out the duties that an officer had done previously.
