Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, Salvatore Zampirri, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Councilman Edwin Koehler was not present.  Also present were City Administrator Louis Belasco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that he is presenting the name of George Greenland to fill the vacancy on the GWTIDA Board.  The other appointments on the agenda are housekeeping items regarding Civil Service titles.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO thanked City Clerk Janet Harkins for bringing this Civil Service problem to light.  Many employees have been working in the wrong titles.  Resolution #1 (Application for Transportation Enhancement Funds) involves a 2-phase project on Olde New Jersey Avenue.  The first part would be the total rehabilitation of the parking lot across from Moore’s.  The second part would be the enhancement of Olde New Jersey Avenue as a premier pedestrian destination, similar to Fish Alley in Sea Isle City.  Resolution #2 authorizes a public bid for a new ambulance.  The City currently has a 1998 Ambulance with 89,000 miles.  Taking into account the time for advertisement, receipt of bids and delivery time, a new ambulance will not be received until summer of 2013.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the City maintains three ambulances, 2 active and one in reserve.  We will keep the two best along with the new one and sell the other on the govdeals auction website.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the upcoming capital projects of the Wildwood Water Utility have been reviewed.  They will be replacing the water main on Walnut Avenue from Maryland to Delaware and the main on 26th Avenue from the Boardwalk to West Wildwood.  The 26th Avenue project will match our planned USDA Phase 2B work.  Many complaints have been received lately regarding Waste Management, including problems with pickups, handling of containers, etc.  These complaints have been reviewed in a meeting with Waste Management and another meeting will be held prior to Labor Day to verify if improvements have been made.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the City is looking into having a traffic light installed at the intersection of Delaware and Spruce Avenues, to alleviate congestion problems anticipated with the Wawa project. Mayor Henfey asked to be excused from the regular meeting in order to attend the National Lighthouse Day ceremony.

COUNCIL:

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that Mayor Henfey is at the Hereford Inlet Lighthouse this morning for the National Lighthouse Day ceremony.  National Night Out activities begin at 5:30 this evening with a movie at 8:30.  The Mayor has expressed his thanks to all involved with the 21-Down Beach Day.  The Survivors of Cancer fundraiser will take place this Saturday at Lighthouse Pointe.  The North Wildwood Flea Market will be held Sunday on Kennedy Drive with 266 vendors. The Around-the-Island Row is scheduled for Wednesday, August 15 and the TRI/RUN Triathlon is Saturday, August 18.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP encouraged all to come to National Night Out and the Flea Market.
PUBLIC:

JAMES DI PETRILLO, 1600 Boardwalk, stated that he has owned a store at 1600 Boardwalk for over 25 years.  In 2010 there was much debate over extending the hours that bicycles are permitted on the Boardwalk.  The City of Wildwood has extended until 12 Noon.  North Wildwood did not decide in 2010 to extend an extra hour, due to various potential problems, including Tram Car traffic which begins at 11 AM.  The majority of Boardwalk merchants are opposed to extending the extra hour.  An alternative would be an hour for strollers.  It would be good to postpone any decision on extending the bicycle hours until Wildwood completes the lower Boardwalk.
STEVE DEL MONTE, TRI/RUN Triathlon, stated that the 9th Annual TRI/RUN The Wildwoods is the largest triathlon in New Jersey.  Many events have had dwindling numbers over the years but the North Wildwood numbers have increased.  There is also a splash-n-dash for youth and a 5K run which has a new route this year and is unique among East Coast races.  There is a diverse group of athletes coming to North Wildwood this year.  Much money is donated from this event to the Lunch with Lynch Foundation. Thanks to Council for approving this event each year.  Please come to see the event, we bring much business to North Wildwood and hope to make it even better next year.
