CAUCUS MEETING

AUGUST 21, 2012
9:30 A.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Salvatore Zampirri and James Kane.  Councilpersons Kellyann Tolomeo and David Del Conte were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Louis Belasco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the Walnut Avenue contract is not ready to be awarded yet.  The Agreement with Margaret Mace School in resolution #10 has some minor changes to be made.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that Resolutions 4 through 9 can be grouped together if there is no objection.  They all deal with applications to the DCA for Small Cities grants.

MAYOR HENFEY asked Police Chief Matteucci to provide Council with information regarding the hours of outside liquor sales at the Irish Festival.

CHIEF MATTEUCCI stated that the Anglesea Pub had unique restrictions placed on it during last year’s festival, but this year, with new management, those restrictions will not be in effect.  Outside drinking and over consumption are major issues.  Last year the sale of pitchers was prohibited.  The hours have been scaled back over three years and this year it is proposed that outside sales stop at 9 PM.  This will allow a tiered reduction of participants leaving the festival areas and will help reduce problems in the neighborhoods.  After 9 PM all liquor sales would be inside the establishments.  This will only affect a few businesses and organizations.  It will help the City in the long run by alleviating problems with over consumption.  We need a balance between the businesses and the surrounding neighborhoods.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that last year’s regulations included a statement that the hours for 2012 would end at 9 PM.  Were there any objections by the businesses to that statement?

CHIEF MATTEUCCI stated that one organization would like to sell pitchers.  The Fire Company would like to sell until 10 PM.  However, all involved should look to the greater good.  The Irish Festival is unique.  People leaving the festival areas very late create problems in the neighborhoods.  Other festivals do not have people arriving already intoxicated.  This happens during the Irish Festival. 

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked what time the vendors must shut down.  Should we coordinate better with the AOH?

CHIEF MATTEUCCI stated that vendors close up at 7 PM and must be off the street by 8 PM.  The AOH sometimes has music on their stage until 9 PM.
MAYOR HENFEY stated that moving the hour to 9 PM for outside sales will give the Police Department more flexibility.  They can stop the sales at 9 PM and gradually have everyone move inside the establishments.  With the hour at 10 PM the Police would have to sweep the streets and have them cleared immediately.  9 PM will be much better. 

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that this situation is similar to the new noise regulations.  The sales must stop by a certain time but the Police have flexibility in enforcing the restriction.
CHIEF MATTEUCCI stated that the problem with the extensions is that everyone is leaving the bars at the same time.  Moving the hour to 9 PM will help create a tiered reduction in the volume of persons moving through the neighborhoods at a late hour.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the hour should be moved to 9 PM for outside sales.
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PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked what time the sales can begin in the morning.
CHIEF MATTEUCCI stated that the State has been putting 11 AM on the extension permits.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that these hours would only affect the sale of liquor in the outside areas permitted by the extensions.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the hours for outside sales at the Irish Festival should be 10 AM to 9 PM.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the Department of Public works needs a Vactor Truck.  We have been working with other municipalities for two years.  It is a vital piece of equipment.  The resolution authorizing advertisement for public bid is on the agenda.

On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Koehler, that caucus be adjourned.     Carried. 9:52 AM
