CAUCUS MEETING

OCTOBER 16, 2012
9:30 A.M.
Members Present: Present were President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, Salvatore Zampirri, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Also present were City Administrator Louis Belasco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.  Mayor William Henfey was not present.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the Public Works appointment will be removed from today’s agenda.  The other appointments are all seasonal.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked about the resolution for bids for custodial services.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that bid specs have changed, with various City buildings having different work needed, so we will put the services out to bid again.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the Boardwalk bathrooms contract will also run out and in the near future a shared services agreement between the City and the Boardwalk SID will provide for the cleaning of all Boardwalk bathrooms by the SID.  A shared services agreement does not have to be put out to bid.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that Ordinance 1613 on the agenda this morning will give the City another tool to deal with property owners whose renters consistently cause problems.    
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that we would like the ordinance to have stiffer penalties.  At this point it can only call for a hearing to be held and require the landlord to post a bond or equivalent, almost like a pre-paid penalty.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the ordinance mirrors the language of the statute that the Legislature passed.  This is the most the City can do under that statute.  This ordinance only deals with seasonal rentals; year-round rentals are subject to landlord/tenant law.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the landlord can be required to post up to $5,000.  It is set up almost like a mini-court.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that he has represented landlords in the past in these situations; Alan Gould was the hearing officer.  It is exactly like a pre-paid penalty.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the Police Department supports this ordinance.  $5,000 is not a lot but it can get the attention of the landlord and be a detriment to renting to rowdy groups.  It is an available tool so why not use it.  Yesterday in Trenton Belasco and Councilman Del Conte discussed with DOT the possibility of a traffic light at Delaware Avenue on Spruce.  That was not approved so now we need to explore other options.  To close Walnut Avenue we would need permission from DOT as well because Spruce Avenue is a State highway.  

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that Delaware Avenue may not turn out to be a big problem as many people will just use New Jersey Avenue instead.  New York Avenue can get very crowded; perhaps a dedicated left turn lane could be placed there.  

COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE stated that Walnut Avenue cannot be made entirely one-way because Coconut Cove has a driveway there for people coming in from Spruce Avenue.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked what the Zoning Board approvals state for the Wawa project.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the approvals were contingent upon Walnut Avenue closing but the approvals cannot be solely based on that because the City cannot guarantee that DOT would approve that.
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SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that Petrella is correct:  The Zoning Board cannot base its decision on something that City Council cannot control.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the winter beach project will begin soon.  Dr. Farrell will be here this week.  Sand will be borrowed from 10th to 15th Avenues and trucked up to 2nd and 3rd Avenues.  Survey flags for Dr. Farrell are already in place.  
We will use the surplus 10-yard dump trucks to do the project in-house, thereby saving a substantial amount of money.  The 26th Avenue project will be put out to bid soon.  That project is funded by USDA funds.  When bids come we will determine how far to go.  The project will begin at the Boardwalk and go to Delaware Avenue and maybe further. Two phases will be necessary as it is a big project.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO asked if Public Works will have a crew dedicated to the beach project.  

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the work will depend on the tides, work hours, etc.  Dr. Farrell has been coordinating with Carl Delinski.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that Council should receive progress reports on the project.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the new Land Development ordinance should be introduced at next Council meeting, which is Wednesday, November 7.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the ordinance will be ready this week or early next week.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that after introduction, the 2nd reading and public hearing would be scheduled for the December 4th meeting.  We should discuss any changes in an upcoming caucus.  The only significant changes are to the Boardwalk, R2 and GB districts.  

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the R1/OB2 district is also affected.  Not many properties are affected, but some condos and apartments are made non-conforming uses.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that there might be a provision for those condos and apartments as being made conforming to the zones but with no new structures of those types being allowed.  Additions and remodeling in that area are rare.  They would need variances for that.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that he will discuss with Board Solicitor Dean Marcolongo.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the new zoning map is available.  Perhaps Engineer Petrella could have more of the large maps made for Council members.  This process has taken almost two years and adoption by Council is the last step.  We may find minor things that need correction in the future.  There may be a small change in the area of the Mace Tract.  The Boardwalk district should be reduced from the original plan but this has been discussed with Bob Davis.
On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Koehler, that caucus be adjourned.     Carried. 9:58 AM
