Private Meeting – Litigation

The above resolution was offered by Koehler, seconded by Tolomeo, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared the resolution duly adopted.  The minutes of the closed session will be made available to the public after the matter has been concluded.  

On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Koehler, that Council now return to the Caucus Meeting.       Carried.   6:42 PM

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that an additional seasonal appointment needs to be added for the Recreation Dept.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that three resolutions listed as possible on the agenda will be added as well.  The Emergency Contracts for Bulkhead Repairs between 2nd & 3rd Avenues and Bulkhead Replacement between 3rd & 4th Avenues need to be awarded tonight.  We also need to award the contract for the ADA Beach Access Improvements.  We can award the contract and procure the materials but wait until the dunes are replaced before actual installation.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the City can award the contract and take delivery of the panels and then install them when ready.  The City has the equipment to install the panels.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that part of the project will be the opening of vehicle access under the Boardwalk at 23rd Avenue.  There will also be improved handicap access.  The City only has to pay a matching 5% of the cost of this project.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the beaches lost approximately one million cubic yards of sand during Hurricane Sandy.  The original renourishment project brought in 1.4 million cubic yards, so we lost almost all of that.  It may be possible to dredge Hereford Inlet for a local replenishment project.  There is a Federal Project in Ocean City, 7-Mile Beach and Cape May, so with the dredges already in the area we would be able to see substantial savings in mobilization costs.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that according to Dr. Farrell, the only mobilization costs we should end up paying would be for moving the pipes.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that without the seawall and the dune system North Wildwood would have suffered a major disaster.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that Jim Wheaton and other long-time residents have told him that this storm was like 1962 but we had much less damage because of the seawall, the cap at 2nd & JFK and the dunes.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that now much of the dune system needs to be rebuilt.

MAYOR HENFEY asked if we should authorize a bid even though we have not passed a bond ordinance yet.
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SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that a contract can be awarded without bidding in case of an emergency.  It would only be contingent upon certification of funds by the CFO.  The City can obtain quotes and negotiate a contract.  If Dr. Farrell’s contract does cover this emergency work his contract can be amended.  The City can move forward with dune system reconstruction and repairs to infrastructure.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that Great Lakes will be moving up the coast and Norfolk Dredging will actually be in Hereford Inlet.  We cannot be added on to the Federal Project but we could be added to a State Project.  We should ask for quotes now and use one of the companies as they will already be here.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that FEMA should reimburse up to 75% of these repairs.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that no bidding will be necessary for these projects. Avalon awarded a contract for emergency restoration back around 1996 as Great Lakes was passing by.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that even with FEMA reimbursement we will still need to put up a substantial amount of money, possibly $1.5 million.  The projects must be funded up front.  We are still waiting for reimbursement from FEMA for Hurricane Irene.  We should solicit quotes even if we don’t have the money on hand at present.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that an emergency contract is awarded like any other with a certification of funds by the CFO.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that we should authorize the Administrator to solicit quotes for the dredging project.  

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the trash pickup after Hurricane Sandy is 99% complete.  Today was the last day for curbside pickup of storm debris and the dumpsters are gone also.  This past week we hauled away 88 tons as opposed to a normal week of 46 tons.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the new Land Use Ordinance is 75% finished, but time is running out as we need to pass the new ordinance before the end of the year.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that most of the chapters are finished.  Council members should review what is done so far and the entire ordinance can be introduced at the next meeting.  This ordinance puts into place the Master Plan as adopted by the Planning Board.  It is not inconsistent with the Master Plan and therefore the Planning Board should not have any objections.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that there are some changes in the map.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that map changes are not a problem as long as they don’t involve changing the regulations of the zones.  We will follow the procedure with the Planning Board up through final adoption.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that caucus be adjourned.      Carried. 7:00 PM
