PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the Municipal Alliance Committee Appointment will be added to today’s agenda.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that a resolution awarding a contract for custodial services with PTH Cleaning, LLC will be added to today’s agenda. PTH Cleaning bid $20,500.00 with the other bid being $27,796.00. The contract is just for City Hall and will be up December 31, 2013. In December we will be receiving quotes for 2014.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked about the Paradise Cove CAFRA Permit on the agenda.
CITY CLERK JETT read the CAFRA Application, which pertains to bringing certain structures on the property into compliance with CAFRA regulations. 

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the City does not need to take further action other than to approve & file.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked about the violations.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the violations were left over from the previous owner and now permits are needed to fix the problems. 
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that he has good news regarding the reimbursement from FEMA for Hurricane Irene. The State deposited $713,000 into the City’s account this morning.
MAYOR HENFEY stated that they have been working with FEMA on this reimbursement for months. 

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated there will be two seasonal appointments at the Recreation Center. Rick Haas’ promotion is a Civil Service housekeeping matter. The appointment for the Municipal Alliance Committee has a term expiring December 31, 2014.
MAYOR HENFEY acknowledged Mary Ott for doing a great job, stating that Mary plans to assist Thomas Flounders through the training process.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that Resolution #4 is the result of Hurricane Sandy expenses including Tipping Fees and OEM expenses. Belasco explained a meeting with South Jersey Gas Company regarding installation of high pressure gas lines from 12th Avenue north to Anglesea. South Jersey Gas now has the funds to install the high pressure gas lines which will bring many benefits to the residents. Belasco stated there is a map available to anyone who is interested. 
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COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked about high pressure lines being installed on 26th Avenue.

MAYOR HENFEY responded that some portions of 26th Avenue have high pressure, and the remaining will get it.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO mentioned issues with low pressure resulting in water getting into the lines.
MAYOR HENFEY explained how the water getting into the lines is a real problem for residents and has caused many problems. 
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated the greatest opportunity for the project is in the spring and summer months when there is greater chance of accessing properties. Belasco explained the need for Ordinance 1618 which basically rescinds an Ordinance adopted in 1980 vacating the street end on 8th Avenue. 

MAYOR HENFEY stated the property owners are no longer interested in the maintenance and repairs of the bulkhead and want the City to take it back. Henfey stated that the City should have control over the bulkheads on the bayside. 

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO acknowledged a member of the audience, Andrew Steiner, asking him to introduce himself. Steiner stated that he was born and raised in the county and currently resides in Seaville. Steiner and his wife and mother-in-law are purchasing Claude’s Restaurant. The restaurant will have a bar attached with the menu having an emphasis on local produce. 

MAYOR HENFEY welcomed Andrew Steiner and his family to the City, encouraging him to contact the Deputy Chief of Police for information regarding Festivals and Liquor Extensions.  
On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that caucus be adjourned. Carried. 9:56 AM

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN KANE stated that he is glad to be back.
MAYOR HENFEY thanked everyone for their attendance this morning. The City is working on Special Events, the Budget and is looking forward to a busy year. 
PUBLIC:  
JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, expressed his concern regarding an article he read on FEMA stating it will be up to each town to adopt ABFE. FEMA will not give grants unless the ABFE is adopted. Koch asked if the City has any grants from FEMA, with the answer being no. Mayor Henfey stated there are maps that are not finalized yet. Once they finalize the maps, then the City will decide whether an appeal needs to be made. Ralph Petrella stated the maps are geared towards the northern part of the state where there was massive destruction from Hurricane Sandy. President of Council Rosenello stated the maps are constantly changing and contradict the information on the website.  Koch stated the beach is the most important part of this town, asking what actions the City will take with the beach and specifically if the City plans to add more feet to the outfall line, with Henfey responding that the outfall line was replaced when the City had the beach replenishment. Koch asked what the little piles of sand are down on the beach, with Henfey explaining that the sand is part of beach maintenance. 

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, suggested the seasonal weekly parking permits should be available for purchase on weekends, possibly on the Boardwalk at the visitor’s center. Gail explained an editorial in the Atlantic City Press in regards to towns generating disaster funds prior to a disaster, with Henfey responding that the City’s funds are restricted by the State. Gale stated that the bulkhead on 15th Avenue is in poor condition, asking if the City plans to repair it, with Rosenello explaining that the dune system is designed to protect that area, and Henfey stating that the bulkhead between 2nd and 4th Avenues is being replaced because there is no dune system in front of it; the bulkhead at 15th Avenue will be checked again. Gale asked if South Jersey Gas will be opening new streets, with Henfey stating that the City wanted South Jersey Gas to install the high pressure gas lines in the past, but having the opportunity now to install them will benefit the residents. Gale asked if there is a new directory available, with the answer being probably next year. Gale asked if there will be computers in the Senior Center, with Tolomeo stating that the Recreation Center has the computers which they plan to install in the Senior Center’s computer lab soon.

JIM KOCH thanked the City for the benches on the seawall, commenting on how superb they are. Koch commented on the new technology of Smartphones having the ability to answer questions, suggesting that they would be a good way to save money by eliminating positions.
