CAUCUS MEETING

MARCH 5, 2013
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, David Del Conte, James Kane and Salvatore Zampirri. Mayor William Henfey and Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo were not present due to being out of town. Also present were City Administrator Louis Belasco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that he has looked into the jitney programs in Stone Harbor and Avalon.  They passed ordinances setting the hours of operation, maximum fares, types of vehicles, etc.  The Chamber of Commerce originally reached out to the jitney company after seeing them in Sea Isle City.  The boroughs then encouraged the companies to come in and did ordinances resembling our taxi ordinance. 

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the public hearing for the Boardwalk SID budget will be held tonight but the vote on the resolution will have to be postponed until Councilwoman Tolomeo returns.  
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the Lighthouse Annual Report and Budget have been received and are on the agenda for approval.  The audit will be performed by Leon Costello at the time of the City audit.  The dredging bid for beach replenishment has been postponed until March 20 at 2 PM.  This is the same time as the trucking bid.  The deadline to finish either project is June 14.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that an addendum has been issued to change the bid date.  It will be better to receive them both at the same time.  
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that moving the dredging bid to March 20 could increase competition in the bidding process.  The trucking and dredging bids are for the same amount of sand.  The Division of Banking and Insurance will be setting up a mobile office on March 13 to answer questions regarding FEMA maps and flood insurance.  Two FEMA representatives will be present.  The sewer committee has determined that no rate increase is necessary this year.  The gas company will be using the Grace Oil lot as a staging area for the high-pressure gas line project.  New lines will be installed from Spruce to 12th Avenue.  They will restore the trenches a minimum width of 10’ wherever the street is disturbed.  The old Assessor’s office has received new carpet, the time clock has been moved, and more changes will happen there in preparation for the former Planning/Zoning office to become part of the finance office.  Todd Burkey will oversee those two offices on the first floor.  Barbara Boyle will stay upstairs with personnel.  USDA 3B will have some possible street closures coming up; the notices will be forwarded to Council.  
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that he hopes those projects will be done before Memorial Day.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that 26th Avenue from Delaware to Central will be done by then.  Near the end of September the project will continue from Central to the Boardwalk.  There may be money left over for a Phase 3C with a few other blocks being done.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the work on the seawall and gazebo on Kennedy Drive are almost finished.  The gazebo will be rebuilt with a type of structure to be determined shortly.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that it will be like a pavilion.   
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the Boardwalk repairs by Bud Concrete are progressing and also the Beach Access Walkways project by L. Ferrozzi Concrete.  Those walkways will tie into the bike path, which will be replaced soon, with possible reimbursement by FEMA.  The walkways for now will be stopped short of the high tide line.  With the beach project and potential storms, we don’t want to have them too close to the water at present.  In the summer they can be lengthened farther down the beach.  
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COUNCILMAN ZAMPIRRI asked about the seawall from Ocean to JFK, with the response being that it will be discussed in a future Administration Committee meeting. 
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that more parking kiosks have been ordered so single meters will basically be done away with on JFK and some other streets.
On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that caucus be adjourned.      Carried. 6:48 PM

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP reminded everyone that daylight savings time begins this weekend.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the St. Patrick’s Day Parade will take place on Saturday, March 16.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that he personally delivered Resolution #67-13, passed by Council on February 19, to Mrs. Kathryn McCracken and her family.  Mrs. McCracken asked the City Clerk to express her gratitude to Council for remembering her husband.  The gist of the resolution was that thousands of North Wildwood residents had been affected by Mr. McCracken’s teaching and coaching.  Upon having the resolution read to her, Mrs. McCracken noted that it was introduced by Councilwoman Bishop, whose sons had been taught by Mr. McCracken, seconded by Councilman Del Conte, a former student and basketball player for Mr. McCracken, and signed by the City Clerk, another former student and also manager of Mr. McCracken’s basketball team.  
PUBLIC:  
JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, asked for information on the cost of flood insurance, with President of Council Rosenello providing explanation.  Koch asked how the flood elevation of a property is determined, with the answer being through a surveyor.  Koch asked how the building inspector would know the elevation of a building, with the answer being by looking at the flood elevation certificate.  Koch asked about the appraisal contract awarded to JP Bainbridge, with the answer being that Bainbridge will be providing the City with an appraisal of the 8th St. field.  Koch stated that the Federal Government doesn’t want to pay out insurance claims.  Private companies seem to be making money.  Rosenello explained that the flood insurance rates will increase as federal subsidies are phased out.
