KRISTY THALL 225 E. 2nd Avenue, stated that she recently adopted a dog from the shelter. With the Ordinance no longer allowing dogs on the beach as of May 1st and the concern of safety on the Seawall, there is little to nowhere to take a dog. She noticed a fenced in area of Allen Park and suggested it would be a great place for a dog park. The shop teacher at Margaret Mace School offered to help construct obstacles for the dogs. Acting President of Council Zampirri stated that he would give the request to Rick Haas at the Recreation Department.
