CITY CLERK JETT stated that the Cape May County Animal Alliance has received a grant to spay/neuter all cats on the island.  Information is available in the Office of the City Clerk.  The new City website is up and running.  This is Municipal Clerks week.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the City has received a grant for self-contained breathing equipment (Fire Dept.) worth over $110,000.
MAYOR HENFEY explained that the Fire Department’s self-contained breathing equipment was due to expire this year.  The City has also received a grant of $450,000 for Olde New Jersey Avenue safety enhancements and $154,000 for the 300 block of W. 17th Avenue.  The ADA compliant curb ramps are also being funded by grants.  The City hopes to receive a 75% reimbursement for the beach project and the Tide Flex replacement program.  The City must purchase the 8th St. field to maintain a high quality of life in North Wildwood.  The City is going to make improvements and has applied to the Open Space Board for reimbursement.  Parking meters are up to $2/hour this year.  Last year parking meters brought in over $800,000.  Congratulations again to new Police Chief Matt Gallagher.  Parking permit fees will increase next year.  There is a SOC event at Flip-Flopz this weekend.  May 18 is Capt. Kidd weekend.
