This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1627 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance. 
MAYOR HENFEY reviewed that status of the purchase of the 8th St. field and the City’s Open Space Application. 
EUGENE SANGUINETTI, 301 E. 15th Avenue, stated that he and Monsignor Conlin had researched legal documents back in 1978 that gave the field to the Church forever and that it could not be sold.  Why is the City getting involved in this field?  We are happy with what we have now so why is the Church selling the property and why is the City buying it?  The City is helping the Church, which needs the money.  President of Council Rosenello stated that the City has also done research and the property is not deed-restricted.  It was sold to the Church by the Cafiero family in the 1940s.  A title search will show any problems with the deed.  Sanguinetti stated that it is good for the field to remain undeveloped but the Church is using the City to get $3 million.  

The President of Council asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Kane, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1627 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1627 duly adopted.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO thanked the Recreation Department staff for their hard work at the Capt. Kidd weekend.
COUNCILMAN KANE stated that he is proud that the City is going to be able to purchase the 8th Street field.  Kane grew up playing there and hopes that it will always be preserved for future generations.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that he has been a friend of Mr. Sanguinetti for many years but the 8th Street field needs to be preserved and the City is in a position to do that.  If there is a problem it will show up in the title search.  The City is doing the correct thing.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP wished all a Happy Memorial Day weekend.
CITY CLERK JETT stated that the next Council Meeting will be held on Wednesday June 5 due to the Primary Election on Tuesday, June 4.  Also, there will be a public shredder event at City Hall on Wednesday, May 29 from 10 AM to 12 Noon.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the Recreation Department did a great job with Capt. Kidd.  Steve DeHorsey announced that the Memorial Day Services will be at the Lighthouse at 9:30 AM and then over to the Monument at 10 AM.  The 8th Street field needs to be preserved as Open Space.  The County Open Space Board looks favorably on this purchase.  The City’s attorneys have done extensive research and have not found any problems with this purchase.
PUBLIC:

EUGENE SANGUINETTI, 301 E. 15th Avenue, stated that he has always followed the law and stated that he and Monsignor Conlin had researched legal documents back in 1978 that gave the field to the Church forever and that it could not be sold.  Sanguinetti stated that the Church is not permitted to sell the property.  The City should not be involved in this deal and should not be giving the Church $3 million.  Mayor Henfey stated that Open Space will reimburse the City.  The Church wants to sell and the City feels that it is in the best interest of the residents to purchase the field.  Sanguinetti asked why the City is trying to purchase the field.  The Church only wants the money.
