COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked all for their support recently.

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP reminded all to attend the National Night Out activities tonight.

COUNCILMAN ZAMPIRRI welcomed new Administrator Kevin Yecco.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that National Night Out involves much hard work from many people and it is appreciated.  SOCs has their 12th Annual Fundraiser at Lighthouse Pointe this Saturday.  The Tri-Du will affect traffic in some areas on August 17.  The Around-the-Island Row is coming up on August 19.  Summer Concerts continue on Thursday and Saturday nights.
