CAUCUS MEETING

OCTOBER 1, 2013
6:00 P.M.
Members Present: Present were President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, Salvatore Zampirri, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Mayor William Henfey was not present due to illness.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that in the near future Council will need to decide about the employment situation of Ron Simone, who has been doing an excellent job in the Administration Dept.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Simone is helping with meetings, grants, etc.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the volunteer fire company appointment will be pulled from the agenda.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that an application for a social affair permit was received this afternoon for a Hereford Inlet Lighthouse fund-raiser on Oct. 26 at the Anglesea Fire Company, and asked that Council agree to add to this meeting’s agenda.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if the Friends of the Lighthouse have fulfilled the requirements of the management agreement.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that an audit still needs to be completed; Leon Costello of Ford-Scott Associates will be doing that.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the salary ordinance amendment on 2nd reading tonight is to add a CRS Coordinator position for Sal DeSimone.  The Site Plan ordinance has been suggested by Zoning Officer Larry Booy and would provide for a one-time site plan exemption for additions of less than 600 square feet.  The current ordinance states that the addition could only be for storage, but this amendment will allow for elevators.  After introduction the City Clerk will refer the ordinance to the Planning Board for review.  The Flood Damage Prevention ordinance will be introduced tonight to meet FEMA deadline requirements.  Council will decide whether to adopt with 1 or 2 feet above base flood elevation.  The Administration Committee will be meeting on October 10th at 9:30 AM to discuss.
ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the City never adopted the FEMA maps but there are regulations in the current Land Development ordinance for critical areas.  This new ordinance adds an additional layer for the City to comply with the FEMA requirements.  

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated this ordinance will be introduced by title only to get the process started but it still needs much work and review before final adoption.  The title will be “An Ordinance Providing For Flood Damage Prevention” and certain sections of the Land Development ordinance may need to be amended so that the two ordinances do not contradict each other.  FEMA regulations may create problems with municipal land use law.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the FEMA regulations already specify the variance process.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Recreation appointments are for a temporary laborer and recreation aides for the winter programs.  The resolution approving an agreement with Fred Coldren will have him serve as hearing officer as he has for the City in the past.  The Trinity Code resolution exercises a one-year renewal option on that contract for third-party site plan inspections.  Authorizing a membership census with Marsh & McLennan will review the possibility of saving some money on health insurance premiums.  We must do our due diligence in seeking out alternatives, as premiums will be rising every year.  There is no cap relief on increases above those which affect the State Health Benefits Program, in which the City currently participates. The goal with these premiums is to seek long-term stability.  We will authorize 
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advertisement for 2014 Professional services RFPs and also the 2013-2015 Trench Restoration contract.  Wawa has requested the release of a performance bond filed for the project on Spruce Avenue.  Kathleen Rogers will be appointed to a second one-year term as Temporary QPA, contingent upon a satisfactory background check.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that Mrs. Stauffer at 401 Central Avenue has asked that the South Jersey Gas and CTX trucks not use Central Avenue for their work in the City.  Jim Verna has notified these companies that their trucks should not be using Central Avenue.  City Hall renovations are progressing downstairs where Todd Burkey will shortly be relocating.  Barbara Boyle will remain upstairs with Civil Service, health insurance and payroll duties.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that all other insurance-related matters are now handled by the Office of the City Clerk.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that future capital projects need to be reviewed shortly, as budget time is rapidly approaching.  We will look at streets, the NJEIT program, etc.  We need to formulate immediate and long-range plans.  
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that department heads will be handing in their 2014 capital requests at the meeting tomorrow morning.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that Leon Costello will be here for a budget meeting in October and things look ok so far.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that debt service may increase by $383,000 so we will look to offset that figure with additional revenue.
On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried.     6:30 PM

ORDINANCE NO. 1635 – On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Del Conte, that Ordinance No.1635 be placed on its second reading.   Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No.1635 by its title, as required by Law, known as “An Amendment to Ordinance 1626 Known As The ‘Salary Ordinance’ Fixing and Determining the Salary and Compensation Ranges to be Paid to the Elective and Appointive Officers of the City of North Wildwood, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey Providing for the Raising of the Amounts Thereof by Taxation and Providing for the Time and Meeting of Payment Thereof”.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1635 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.   Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO explained that this Ordinance creates the position of a Community Ratings System Coordinator. This will be a Part-Time employee seeking further reductions in flood insurance premiums. 
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On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Kane, that Ordinance No. 1635 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1635 duly adopted.

ORDINANCE NO. 1636 – On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Tolomeo, that Ordinance No. 1636 be placed on its first reading.   Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No.1636 by its title, known as “An Ordinance Providing for a One Time Site Plan Exemption for Small Additions to Existing, Non-Residential Uses in Limited Circumstances”.    

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Tolomeo, that Ordinance No.1636 be passed on its first reading and published according to Law, the City Clerk called the roll, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1636 passed on its first reading.  This ordinance will now be forwarded to the Planning Board for review prior to a public hearing and second reading.
ORDINANCE NO. 1637 – On a motion by Zampirri, seconded by Koehler, that Ordinance No. 1637 be placed on its first reading.   Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No.1637 by its title, known as “An Ordinance Providing For Flood Damage Prevention.”
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that this ordinance is being introduced by title only, with further discussion by Council in the near future.
