CAUCUS MEETING

Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey,  President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Salvatore Zampirri, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo was not present due to being out of town.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the solid waste contract is ready for award at this meeting.  Blue Diamond Disposal was the lowest responsible bidder.  The City is paying about $555,000 per year in our current contract with Waste Management.  With modernized bid specifications, single stream recycling and the permitting of commingling residential and commercial waste, bids were expected to come in lower than the current contract and in fact, Blue Diamond’s bid for the first two years of its proposal is $420,000 per year.  Over a five year contract the City will save more than $500,000.  We will award Option #4 of the bid specifications, which consists of a three-year contract with two one-year options.  The contract amount, including the two option years, totals $2,136,000.  This is a tremendous contract for the taxpayers of North Wildwood.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that a resolution will be added to award the Solid Waste contract, for three years with two one-year options.

SUPERINTEDENT OF PUBLIC WORKS WOZUNK stated that additional services will be included in this new contract, including two recycling days each week in the summer, both coinciding with the regularly scheduled trash days.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the City will benefit from greater recycling rebates as well. 

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Administration, Solicitor and Superintendent of Public Works have agreed, that because Blue Diamond works in Wildwood also, that collection trucks will have North Wildwood decals affixed and will enter and exit the City via Route 147 (North Wildwood Boulevard) only.  The City has also received Civil Service certifications for the two Police Captain promotions today.

CITY CLERK JETT explained that this ordinance will set the City’s building standard at 2 feet above Base Flood Elevation, which will give residents higher discounts on flood insurance premiums.

Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.
