CAUCUS MEETING

DECEMBER 3, 2013
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, Salvatore Zampirri, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the draft for a possible Shared Services Agreement with the City of Wildwood for a Tax Assessor is available for review.  It is subject to review by the City Solicitor and approval by Council.  Jason Hesley is currently under appointment until December 31, so this Agreement would need to be approved on December 17 in order for Hesley to begin on January 1, 2014.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that he has reviewed the proposed Agreement already and will have the resolution prepared for the December 17 Meeting, subject to prior review by the City of Wildwood.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the appointments on the agenda tonight include 6 Class II officers to begin the Winter Academy and 2 laborers (one for Parks, one for Buildings & Grounds).  The hiring process was followed correctly.  
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the laborer salaries are in the budget and the appointments constitute replacements for one employee who passed away and another who retired.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that all City residents who applied were interviewed.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the Municipal Alliance appointment is Michael Lederer, to take over as coordinator due to the resignation of Thomas Flounders.  North Wildwood is the lead agency for the Municipal Alliance.  Resolution #1 extends the Shared Services Agreement with Wildwood Crest for one more year for the Municipal Construction Official.  There is another one-year option available for 2015.  Resolution #2 supports a Senate Bill that would allow expanded events on preserved farmland currently being used by wineries.  Ordinance 1636 will allow one-time site plan exemptions.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that some motels have inquired about elevators, extra storage areas or work stations for chambermaids, etc.  This is good for the businesses.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that Ordinance 1638 will allow the City to use facilities at Wildwood Catholic High School in exchange for landscaping and snow removal.  Ordinance 1639, to be introduced tonight, is a housekeeping measure, codifying all of the fees that are collected by the City.  Council retains the right to waive fees, and it is recommended that the Ordinance be introduced and adopted; however, a waiver of the fees for the weight room, tennis courts and skate park, should be instituted until further review.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that fees must be set by ordinance and introduction must take place tonight, with final adoption on December 17.  

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if these are fees that we have been collecting and have they been adjusted.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO stated that a comparison has been made with other municipalities.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the fees are all centralized in one ordinance with Council to decide which to waive or adjust.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that the Recreation Department can help Council determine if some of the fees bring in sufficient revenue to even warrant collection.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the fees need to be uniform and consistent.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 6:50 PM

COUNCILMAN ZAMPIRRI reminded all that the Christmas Party will be held at Anglesea Fire House on December 14 at 6:00 PM.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that the Pearl Harbor Day ceremony will be held at 12 Noon Saturday at the Greek Church.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP stated that the Christmas Tree Lighting will be held at the Lighthouse on Friday at 5:30 PM.

PUBLIC:

HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, asked if weekly parking passes could be sold at the Information Trailer on the Boardwalk on weekends.  President of Council Rosenello stated that it may be possible for weekly passes to be sold at the kiosks, and asked Administrator Yecco to investigate.  Mayor Henfey stated that the boat ramp sells passes by kiosk with a credit card, like many metered spaces in the City.  Rosenello stated that the majority of the metered spaces in the City can now be paid by credit card.  Henfey stated that the City has been very aggressive in meter usage.  Gale stated that there is a dip in Central Avenue at the intersection of 25th Avenue.  Henfey stated that it will be 
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fixed next week.  Gale asked about flood insurance premiums.  Rosenello stated that the City is working on that by hiring Sal DeSimone to increase the City’s rating.  Henfey stated that DeSimone knows the law inside and out and will be very helpful to the City.

Gale asked if the new trash contract provided for two recycling days in the summer, with the answer being yes.
