CAUCUS MEETING

JANUARY 21, 2014
9:30 A.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, David Del Conte, and James Kane.  Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo was not present due to being out of town.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that the first resolution of the regular meeting will be to temporarily fill the vacant 2nd Ward Council Seat.  

CITY CLERK JETT explained that Resolution #11 directs the Planning Board to undertake a Master Plan review of the Central Business District, specifically focusing on the vacant properties along New Jersey Avenue.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that he has met with the Chairmen of the Planning and Zoning Boards in an attempt to spur development in those areas.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Resolution #13 has been added to allow the City to enter into an agreement with Marcus Karavan for Hearing Officer Services.  The City is under contract with Mr. Fred Coldren for these same services, but Mr. Coldren is ill at present and a Hearing Officer’s services are required in the very near future.

MAYOR ROSENELLO explained that Ordinance #1640, to be introduced this morning, will amend Chapter 276 to allow residential building heights of 36’ above Base Flood Elevation, in accordance with the Flood Damage Prevention ordinance which was adopted last fall.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if the City’s CRS rating is improving.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Sal DeSimone is working diligently, has met regularly with City officials, and is getting more information each day on how the City can continue to improve the rating so that residents will pay lower flood insurance premiums.  A flood committee will be needed in the municipality shortly.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Ron Simone has been meeting with Sal DeSimone weekly and they are laying out a schedule of measures to be taken before the October review process.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the City has an active OEM which gets the word out to the citizens quickly regarding flood issues and steps to be taken regarding flood prevention, safety, etc.  

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN explained that Ordinance #1640 also contains some housekeeping measures that were not corrected when Ordinance #1615, an amendment to the Land Development Ordinance, was passed in late 2012.  Certain sections of Chapter 276 should have been removed due to the repealer clause in the ordinance, but evidently were not, so this new ordinance will take care of repealing those sections.  The change in maximum building height is updated by Ordinance #1640 only in the residential zones.  Does Council want commercial zones to be affected as well?

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the commercial heights are much higher so it might not matter.

MAYOR ROSENELLO asked if the new building heights would even apply to commercial areas.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that those heights would apply only if certain conditions were met.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that 1’ in the commercial areas which are 55’ will probably not make any difference.
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CITY CLERK JETT explained that the City has received a reduced assessment for 2014 but will elect to pay an additional premium in order to reduce our deductible and co-insurance.  This is important from a budgeting standpoint.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO explained that the additional payment of $7,719 up front will eliminate the guesswork of trying to budget for future claims later in the year.  It is a small price to pay that will save the City many thousands of dollars later.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that there are still training seminars for elected officials that will give the City a $250 credit (per official) on the MEL assessment.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Gainey decision requires the City to provide training although employees cannot be forced to attend.  The appointment for the Police Department is permanent part-time and the Municipal Court appointment is temporary, for 7-10 hours per week as needed.

On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Kane, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 9:51 AM
