COUNCILMAN RULLO asked about Joseph Duncan’s position on the Beach Patrol Pension Committee.

MAYOR ROSENELLO explained the composition of that committee.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that Mr. Duncan is out of town for an extended period and will not be signing the resolution.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that a communication will be added for the Annual Plan of the Hereford Inlet Lighthouse.  A resolution is not needed as the Management Agreement contains provision for automatic renewals.  The Agreement calls for an annual plan and also an annual audit, and both requirements have been fulfilled.  

CITY CLERK JETT stated that the Plan will be added to the agenda under Approve & File.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the City leases the Lighthouse and grounds from the NJDEP.  The City can sub-out the management of the building, and does so, but the City is ultimately responsible for the entire property.  Previously there was not a clear relationship between the Friends of the Lighthouse and the City, but the current agreement clarifies the arrangement.  The City has an agreement with a distinct management entity which reports to the City at least annually.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the management agreement was not only approved by the City but also by NJDEP.  

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that a resolution needs to be added to approve the Program for Public Information and Floodplain Committee.  These are requirements that will help with the CRS rating and lower flood insurance premiums.  Ron Simone is doing a credible job working with Sal DeSimone to ensure the City’s compliance with the various regulations.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO asked if Ralph Petrella, as the City’s Floodplain Manager, should be on the Committee.

ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT SIMONE stated that there is a space on the Committee for the Engineer, but Sal DeSimone has the required certifications. The City continues to seek a higher CRS rating. 
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Ralph Petrella has been doing a lot of work for the City in this regard.
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MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that a number of steps are necessary before the October review period.  Also, Resolution #6 approves a response by the City to the recently-released draft feasibility study by the US Army Corps of Engineers regarding shore protection for the entire island.  The City has met with the other municipalities on the island in an attempt to obtain a unified response to the study, but no consensus has been reached.  Dr. Farrell and Jim Verna have assisted in preparing the City’s response.  The City does favor a Federal protection plan.  The 2006 beach project was done according to Army Corps standards, and we want to continue with that same design.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Michael Lederer has resigned as Municipal Alliance Coordinator and the Mayor will be appointing Ron Simone to that position.  Former Coordinator Mary Ott will work with Ron to help him learn the necessary procedures, etc.  The Recreation Department will be advertising for a part-time maintenance worker.  This job offering was not brought before any committee as it is only a part-time position.  Full-time positions would be discussed in committee prior to being advertised.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that he will propose William O’Connell for appointment to the Zoning Board to replace now-Councilman Rullo.

On a motion by Del Conte, seconded by Rullo, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 6:58 PM

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN KANE thanked Harry Wozunk and the Public Works staff for their great work during the recent snowstorms.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that no formal action will be taken as a result of  the discussion during Executive Session and the minutes of that Session will be made public when the matters discussed therein have been resolved.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that discussions continue regarding 2014 capital budget items; that is, items to be purchased by the City that have a useful life of 5 years or more.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Finance Committee will be meeting again prior to introduction of the 2014 budget, which is planned for February 18.  The Committee is working on a capital plan to cover 2014 and 2015.  The NJEIT grant program will help with the storm sewer project from 3rd & Beach to the bike path at 15th Avenue; that section collapsed as a result of Hurricane Sandy.  Ocean Avenue will be reconstructed soon, also Surf Avenue from 2nd Avenue to 11th Avenue.  11th to 26th Avenues was redone previously.  The 2013 Street Reconstruction Program, which includes portions of 13th, 14th and 17th Avenues, should be completed before summer.  The Open Space
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Application is being considered for the 8th St. Field; the City will also be making improvements.  A small beach replenishment project is probable in the near future.  The City has obtained a grant, with a partial match required, for sections of Olde New Jersey Avenue.  The 911 system is in place.  Improvements are planned for Allen Park, including the hockey rink and basketball courts, and for the Boardwalk bathrooms at 25th Avenue.  Capital appropriations for equipment are also planned, but nothing has been finalized as yet.
