CAUCUS MEETING

MARCH 18, 2014
9:30 A.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, David Del Conte, James Kane and Joseph Rullo.  Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo was out of town.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that a volunteer appointment will be added for the North Wildwood (15th St.) Fire Company.  The Recreation appointment is for a part-time maintenance worker.  Gary Sloan will continue his work as an administrative assistant at Public Works for the summer, but will also review the parking meter situation, which kiosks work best and where, any regulating of procedures, etc.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Sloan will also serve as a liaison for Mayor and Council regarding the seasonal interview and hiring process at Public Works.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Municipal Alliance appointments pertain to the other island municipalities due to the fact that North Wildwood, as the lead agency, makes all of the appointments.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Ordinance 1641 establishes the cap bank for future appropriations if needed.  Ordinance 1642 regulates the procedure in which future vendor licenses would be issued.

MAYOR ROSENELLO explained that there are 10 ice cream vendor licenses on the beach.  Under the current ordinance, when a license is not timely renewed, or is voluntarily given up by a current vendor, the City Clerk must offer that available license to the next person on the waiting list.  Ordinance 1642 requires that any available licenses be issued by resolution of City Council.  No current licenses are affected by this ordinance.  There is also the possibility that in the future licenses could be subjected to a public bid process, but there no plans for that at present.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the bid process for licenses could be a significant revenue source for the City.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that this is the right time to regulate the issuance process for future licenses.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked why Council should be involved in the issuance process.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that under the current ordinance, the City Clerk is required to issue a license to the next person on the waiting list.  Under the new ordinance, City Council will have control over the issuance of licenses, the decision as to whether it is desirable to issue new licenses, whether the public bid process would be of greater benefit to the City, etc.  None of that is possible currently.
COUNCILMAN RULLO stated that this is a good way to allow current licenses to continue while considering what is best for the City in the future.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Ordinance 1643 is the annual salary ordinance.  A 2% increase for non-union employees is included in this year’s budget.  The line of progression has been established in the Recreation Department.  This is necessary for promotions in the department.  Ordinance 1644 will allow Mr. and Mrs. Murray at 139 W. 1st Avenue to construct a handicap access ramp for Mrs. Murray.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Ordinance 1645 is the incorporation of the Master Plan Re-examination Report.  This will amend Chapter 276 to allow residential construction on New Jersey Avenue under certain conditions.  It is anticipated that the Planning Board will receive applications on some of the vacant parcels after this ordinance is adopted.
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ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that to be considered, a parcel must have been vacant for at least six years prior to the application.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that, in addition to being vacant for six years, the parcel must measure block-to-block fronting New Jersey Avenue, and be at least 60’ deep.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the budget is ready for final adoption.  There will be a resolution for a minor amendment for expenditures in a trust account.  Auditor Leon Costello is present today for any questions.  A resolution is also on the agenda for adoption of the Personnel Manual.  It is important for this manual to be in compliance with current laws and regulations; therefore, annual revisions are necessary.  It is also important for the lower deductibles and co-insurance caps for the JIF and MEL.  The City has provided the training for supervisors and rank-and-file employees, and is in compliance with civil rights laws.  The Govdeals resolution is for four vehicles ready to be auctioned.  Govdeals is a great revenue source for the City.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the City is required to pay to Royal Tax Lien approximately $833,000.  This is on the voucher list that Council members will be signing today.

AUDITOR COSTELLO stated that the City can do this as a short term debt, spread over five years.  This is advisable as interest rates are very low at present.  This will not impact any future projects.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the payment needs to be approved today as interest will continue to accrue if delayed.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that no major beach projects are scheduled this year but Public Works has been moving sand at the south end and has created a dune back in the area where it would be in the potential Army Corps plan.  The beach at 2nd & JFK is the widest, at low tide, as it has been in ten years.  Public Works is moving sand based on Dr. Farrell’s recommendations.  We hope that the beach will stabilize until the Army Corps project, possibly in 2016.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that a staging area is needed for the street reconstruction project, preferably at the 15th Avenue parking lot near the beach.  Also, the contractor would like permission to begin work at 7:00 AM.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that he will discuss the staging area question with Harry Wozunk.

COUNCILMAN RULLO asked why the contractor wants to start at 7:00 AM.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the extra hour will help finish the project quicker and it is important to get this done before summer.

On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Koehler, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 9:55 AM
