CAUCUS MEETING

MAY 6, 2014
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, David Del Conte, James Kane and Joseph Rullo.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI asked Fire Chief Jeff Cole to explain the proposed siren to be installed at Allen Park.
FIRE CHIEF COLE stated that sirens in general are an archaic form of notice; firefighters now have modern forms of notification such as cell phones, etc.  The use of sirens should be reduced, perhaps to just in times of flood problems.  Some residents have expressed concerns regarding the noise.  It is probably not necessary to inform residents of every fire alarm, whether legitimate or not.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the siren at the 15th St. Firehouse is very old, damaged, and not functioning.  OEM has determined that the best place for a new siren is in Allen Park.  It is a residential area, which raises concerns, but the west side is the area that needs warning when flood tides are expected.

FIRE CHIEF COLE stated that confusion could arise as to whether sirens should be blown at all for fires, as some calls turn out to be false alarms, and dispatchers should probably not be placed in the position of determining when sirens should be sounded or not.  Perhaps they could be used only for flood emergencies, or maybe when it is necessary to notify volunteers.  The alarms have sounded for many years at 12 Noon and some residents are accustomed to that.  But frankly all notifications can be presently accomplished through cellphones, pagers and the like, although work is still being done on an e-dispatch system.  It is the intent of the Fire Department to use the sirens only for confirmed structure fires and flood emergencies.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Allen Park is the best location for a new siren to replace the old one at 15th St. Firehouse.

FIRE CHIEF COLE stated that some confusion still exists as to the patterns which notify of floods or fires.  Future use could be limited to just floods depending on improved notification procedures.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked if residents in the Allen Park area are aware of the placement of the new siren.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the siren has been purchased through OEM and will be placed on City property, so it should be discussed in the next Council meeting and approved by resolution.  That way the public can comment.  OEM should submit to Council the plan for installation, location, etc.  We will discuss at the May 20 Council meeting.

FIRE CHIEF COLE stated that originally a location at 17th & New Jersey had been planned but Allen Park has been determined to be better.  Installation at Allen Park is scheduled very soon.

COUNCILMAN RULLO stated that information should be on the website.  There is confusion regarding the siren patterns.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the information has been on the website in the past.

FIRE CHIEF COLE stated that it will be important to educate the public.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that signs with the pertinent information could be placed near the siren at Allen Park also.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked about the exact location of the new siren.
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MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that it will be installed behind the recreation building in the park.  People should understand the difference between the Fire Department and OEM notification patterns.

FIRE CHIEF COLE stated that the siren usage is restricted during the night.   
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the revised site plan for the 8th St. Field has been submitted by EDA and should be included in the Receive & File Communications on the agenda.  This plan was presented to the County Open Space Board on April and seemed to be favorably received.  The improvements will total slightly under $1 million. There are major changes to the western side of the block, with playground areas, picnic tables, pavilion and basketball court.  There will be a retractable fence around the softball field and new fencing around the entire block.  The field will still be available for emergency helicopter evacuations.  On April 21 an email was sent to Department Heads and staff regarding the need to adhere to the deadline of submission of materials to be included on Council meeting agendas.  A resolution needs to be added to tonight’s agenda regarding the approval of two agreements with GWTIDA for event and public safety support.  

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if the County will help with the improvements at 8th St. Field.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the City will pay for those improvements while the County Open Space Board would be, if approved, paying for the actual purchase of the field.  Partial funding for the improvements is included in the Capital Ordinance to be introduced tonight. 

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP asked if there will be grills near the picnic tables, with the answer being no. 

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Capital Ordinance appropriates $600,000 for various improvements, including $200,000 for the capital building fund.  This will be used and replenished on a year-to-year basis, for repairs and renovations to City buildings, based on recommendations and priorities of Doug Ford of the Buildings, Parks & Grounds Dept.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Doug Ford is developing a multi-year plan.  Many departments over the years have submitted requests for repairs and other needed work in their OE budget requests.  These requests can largely be handled through capital funding and the fund created by this appropriation and subsequent replenishments should make building upkeep a more streamlined and efficient process.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that this will also allow the City to handle projects on a priority basis.  Electricians have been shifted from Public Works to Buildings, Parks & Grounds.  Other items in the Capital Ordinance include improvements to the Lou Booth Amphitheater, a street-end masonry planter, repairs to the Boardwalk bathrooms at 25th Avenue and a feasibility study for renovations at the Public Works Facility.  The Capital Plan includes projects for 2014 and 2015.
COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO asked if renovations were already done at the Boardwalk bathrooms.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that they are probably 25 years old but have not been renovated yet. 
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the $600,000 in this Capital Ordinance contains no new debt; it is all from previous appropriations that were cancelled.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 6:54 PM
