CAUCUS MEETING

JUNE 4, 2014
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, David Del Conte and James Kane.   Councilmen Edwin Koehler and Joseph Rullo were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that there is a need for an emergency sewer repair on 12th Avenue.
ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the sewer main between Surf and Ocean Avenues has failed.  It needs to be repaired and was scheduled to be done shortly as part of the NJEIT project.  It is advisable to repair it immediately and seek reimbursement from the NJEIT funding.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the funding is in place for the emergency repair so no emergency appropriation is necessary.  Perna Finnegan can do the work and Jim Verna will discuss with NJEIT regarding the reimbursement.  The Municipal Services Act resolution authorizes an agreement with the Tides at Seaboard Pointe.  The City’s payment for street lighting will be made at the end of December for approximately $7,000.  The City must provide the same services to the Condo Association as to all other residents.
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the payment includes the lighting back to August 2010.  Resolutions #6 and 7 on the agenda are basically the same so #6 should be removed.  There are issues with Blue Diamond that need to be straightened out.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that John Coggins will be in tomorrow at 11 AM to discuss.  The collectors are not the ones that should be interpreting City ordinances.  They need to collect the trash and address any questions later.  Blue Diamond should have a standard policy for dealing with items that they feel fall outside the scope of the contract.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the contract is written that way.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that we all want to keep problems to a minimum.  Service to the taxpayers should be the most important thing.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that the Beach Patrol rookies that took the test last weekend have been added to the agenda.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that an ordinance for 1st reading is on the agenda for the installation of stop signs at 1st & Atlantic, but it would be advisable to add 18th & Ocean also.  That intersection is identical to 1st & Atlantic.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that it will be amended before introduction.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the street entering a “T” intersection should always have a stop sign.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that at times seasonal employees leave or are let go and it is necessary to hire some before the next Council Meeting.  Public Works, for example, cannot wait 2 weeks until the next Meeting, etc.  This has been discussed with the Mayor.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that in the past we have allowed, in times of emergency, ratification by Council after the seasonal employee has begun working.  Appointments of this nature can be reviewed by the appropriate committee if necessary. The 2-year Capital Bond Ordinance is being prepared and should be ready for introduction at the next meeting.  
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ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that 13th and 14th Avenues are scheduled to be paved this Friday, and 17th Avenue should be done in two weeks. 
On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Del Conte, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 6:45 PM

The City is taking further steps to reach a 25% reduction.
