CAUCUS MEETING

Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo and James Kane.  Councilmen Edwin Koehler, David Del Conte and Joseph Rullo were not present. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that Ord. 1650, scheduled for a public hearing today, will allow for background checks of individuals involved in youth programs.  The level of crime that will affect employment will be determined.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the issue will be discussed with the Mayor.  Crimes of moral turpitude would obviously affect employment, but minor infractions from years past might not.  Yecco reviewed the items included in the Capital Bond Ordinance and the NJEIT Ordinance, both of which will be introduced this morning.  The NJEIT Bond will be 75% at 0% interest, with the remaining 25% at current market rate, which is at present approximately 2%.  The City does not anticipate these bonds having a large impact on annual debt service.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that he has met with City Auditor Leon Costello.  Debt service should remain stable for the next five years.  The Capital Ordinance covers a 2-year plan for improvements and equipment acquisition.  The NJEIT Ordinance is largely to repair infrastructure damaged by Hurricane Sandy.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that there are resolutions on the agenda awarding contracts to Schillaci Architects for the 8th Street Field renovations and Marcus Karavan for Special Legal Services regarding State and Municipal Code Violations.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Mr. Karavan has submitted a proposal to do this work at the same rate as his hearing officer services; that is, $130 per hour.
