Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Councilpersons Kellyann Tolomeo and Joseph Rullo were not present. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor Andrew Cafiero and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Dr. Carolyn Mee will be retiring from Public Works at the end of August.  We will seek a replacement that will be able to help out Doug Ford in the Buildings, Parks and Grounds Dept.  Doug will take the lead in the interview process and the Public Works Committee will obviously be involved.  Interviews are currently taking place for the vacant position in the Finance Office.  The plan is for the new employee to obtain the QPA certification as soon as possible.  The Finance Committee will send a recommendation to the full Council soon.  A letter from Ocean Property Management is on the agenda for receive and file.  They have expressed thanks that the street lighting problem has been solved.

CITY CLERK JETT reviewed the remaining communications for receive and file, including an application from NJ DOT for the Beach Creek dredging project.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the application has the dredging taking place from the mouth of Beach Creek all the way to the Boat Ramp.  The sand from Beach Creek will be pumped out onto the front beach in the area of 2nd & Kennedy.
ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the CAFRA application pertains to the street and utility reconstruction projects.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that the seven special event applications on the agenda will be grouped together.  Resolutions 2-5 can also be grouped together.  Ordinances 1652 and 1653 are up for second reading this morning.  

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO requested that Council add one Beach Patrol appointment to the agenda.  Ordinance 1652 is the two-year capital bond ($3.8 million) and Ordinance 1653 is the NJEIT Program bond for $10.5 million.  
MAYOR ROSENELLO explained that Ordinance 1652 covers two years of projects in the City and the spending per year is actually less than in previous years.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Audit Resolution will be followed by the Corrective Action Plan at the next meeting.  

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP asked if the Comcast letter regarding the proposed merger with Time-Warner Cable will affect the residents in any way.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that there has been no indication so far that any services will be affected.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1652 by its title, as required by Law, known as “Bond Ordinance Providing For Various Capital Improvements In And By The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating $4,000,000 Therefor And Authorizing The Issuance Of $3,800,000 Bonds Or Notes Of The City To Finance Part Of The Cost Thereof“.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request. 
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO reviewed the capital projects included in this ordinance, and explained that the amount contained therein will cover projects over a two-year period.  

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1652 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

On a motion by Kane, seconded by Del Conte, that Ordinance No. 1652 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1652 duly adopted.
ORDINANCE NO. 1653 – On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that Ordinance No. 1653 be placed on its second reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1653 by its title, as required by Law, known as “Bond Ordinance Providing For Various Street And Utility Reconstruction In And By The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating $10,500,000 Therefor And Authorizing The Issuance Of $10,500,000 Bonds Or Notes Of The City To Finance Part Of The Cost Thereof“.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request. 
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO explained that this ordinance will allow for the reconstruction of numerous streets and infrastructure damaged by Hurricane Sandy.  The blended interest rate on the total amount will only be .08%.

Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.
