CAUCUS MEETING

SEPTEMBER 16, 2014
9:45 A.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, James Kane, David Del Conte and Joseph Rullo. Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo was out of town. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Bond Ordinance #1658 appropriates money to pay the court-ordered refund to Royal Tax Services.  Resolution #8 is necessary for this ordinance, as application must be made to the Local Finance Board for approval.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Council took action earlier in the year to comply with the court order; this ordinance constitutes the actual appropriation of funds.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Ordinance #1659 would repeal the City’s curfew regulations.  Curfew ordinances have been litigated recently and are no longer valid.  There is no justification to keep the curfew laws in the City code.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the City’s curfew law, adopted in the 1960s, was amended in 1992 in accordance with updated State statutes.  Curfew laws in other municipalities have been challenged, and to date not one has been upheld.  In fact, the courts have not only deemed the municipal laws invalid, but have also held that the State statute is unconstitutional.  All cases have come out with rulings against the municipalities.  

COUNCILMAN RULLO asked what happens if the Police Department imposes a curfew during a storm or event.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that those cases would be of a different nature.  Curfews can be imposed during an emergency, etc.  The Police Department does have the authority to enforce laws for valid reasons.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that North Wildwood has not had a problem with curfews.  This is just a statewide situation that we will address proactively.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that four municipalities are currently in litigation over this issue.  The laws cannot be defended and should be repealed.  Ordinance #1660 corrects a definition in Chapter 252 regarding flood damage.  This is being done in compliance with the October 1 CRS deadline, and will make Chapter 252 harmonious with Chapter 276.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the bids in Resolutions #4 and 5 are for the replacement of the 3rd Avenue bulkhead and the reconstruction of West Pine Avenue between Anglesea Drive and Illinois Avenue.  Both of these projects are funded through the 2-year Capital Plan that was adopted earlier this year.   

On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Koehler, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 10:00 AM

DENNIS PRYOR, 330 SW 18th Avenue, asked if the City will be taking advantage of the new State law allowing municipalities to take action regarding abandoned properties, with the President of Council responding that the City will look into it.
JEAN FICCA, 133 W. 24th Avenue, asked if the City would consider establishing a dog park.  Ninety neighbors have signed a petition requesting the park.  Ocean City and Cape May have dog parks and it would be good for North Wildwood to have one also.  The dog area on the beach in the City of Wildwood is not a dog park.  Perhaps it could be put on a lot that the City already owns, with fencing, a fee schedule to cover costs, etc.  Other municipalities have volunteer boards overseeing the parks.  The park in Ocean City is 42,000 square feet but North Wildwood would not need one that large.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO asked Ms. Ficca if she had a location in mind.
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JEAN FICCA stated that the fenced-in field at Allen Park would be a possibility.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the only other open area that the City owns is the 8th St. Field.  Is Ocean City’s park near a playground?  It should probably not be adjacent to residential areas either.

JEAN FICCA stated that Ocean City’s park is free-standing and separate from the City’s playgrounds. 

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that the City will look into the potential liability issues.

JEAN FICCA stated that she has inquired into the procedures followed by Ocean City and Cape May, with fees, access cards, etc.

MAYOR ROSENELLO asked Recreation Superintendent Rick Haas to monitor the fenced-in area at Allen Park for one month to see how much it is used, if it would available for a dog park, etc.  Administrative Assistant Ron Simone will gather the information from Ms. Ficca and will follow up with her inquiry shortly.
