Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, James Kane, David Del Conte, Joseph Rullo and Kellyann Tolomeo. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor Andrew Cafiero and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO reviewed the two communications from the Cape May County MUA regarding Wastewater User Fees and Solid Waste User Fees; these fees are estimates as of now, we will be receiving an updated filing within the next five days.
MAYOR ROSENELLO reviewed the appointments on the agenda including one seasonal appointment in the Police Department and four full time appointments in the Public Works Department. These appointments bring the department to full staff with twenty full time employees plus the Superintendent. No new positions were created and there will not be any more hiring at this time unless it is due to a vacancy in the department.  

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the budget contains the necessary funds for these appointments. Ordinance 1663 Amends and Supplements the Administrative Code; a great deal of time and effort went into this amendment. Ordinance 1665 amends Chapter 330 which tightens the internal controls for Peddling and Soliciting. Yecco reviewed the Resolutions on the agenda including a Memorial for Mayor Anthony T. Catanoso, Refunds of Overpayment of Real Estate Taxes and Sewer Taxes, Canceling Amounts on Sewer Accounts (determined by careful review by the Sewer Committee), Issuance of Amusement Game Licenses and the Subordination of Small Cities Mortgage for a property located in Wildwood Crest. North Wildwood is the lead agency for this grant program which extends to all the Wildwood’s. A contract will be awarded to U.S. Municipal Supply for a Street Sweeper. The CFO has certified that the funding is available for this contract.

Memorial – Mayor Anthony T. Catanoso
DEPUTY CITY CLERK VANSANT read the following:

WHEREAS, the citizens of the City of North Wildwood were saddened by the recent death of former Mayor Anthony T. Catanoso, who passed away on November 21, 2014 at the age of 97; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of the City have greatly benefited over the years from the dedicated service of Mayor Catanoso; and

WHEREAS, Mayor Catanoso brought honor to the City of North Wildwood by serving our nation in the European Theater during the Second World War and has been a member of numerous non-profit organizations during his 85 years as a resident of North Wildwood; and 

WHEREAS, Mayor Catanoso served as Councilman in 1952 and 1953, and was again elected to Council in November, 1957; and

WHEREAS, Mayor Catanoso was elected Mayor in November, 1958, and served for more than 26 years until January, 1985; and

WHEREAS, during Mayor Catanoso’s tenure numerous public works projects were undertaken, including the building of a new Recreation/Community Center, a new Police Station/Court Building, and the construction of John F. Kennedy Beach Drive, all of which culminated in the dedication of the Anthony T. Catanoso Public Works Facility; and

WHEREAS, it was Mayor Catanoso who began the many years of efforts and negotiations with the State of New Jersey to have a modern four-lane divided highway built from the mainland to the City to replace the previous two-lane highway and its dilapidated bridges; and   

WHEREAS, Mayor Catanoso was instrumental in obtaining a lease from the State of New Jersey for the restoration of the historic Hereford Inlet Lighthouse, which had fallen into disrepair and decay, preserving it for the enjoyment of residents and visitors of the City of North Wildwood; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his service as Mayor of the City of North Wildwood, Mayor Catanoso also served as a Cape May County Freeholder for 21 years, during which time he received recognition for the Cape May County Special Services School; and
WHEREAS, in 2002 Mayor Catanoso was inducted into the New Jersey State League of Municipalities Elected Officials Hall of Fame in recognition of his almost 29 years of service as a municipal elected official; and

WHEREAS, Mayor Catanoso is survived by Phyllis, his wife of 66 years, their daughter Pati, her husband Jack, three grandchildren and nine great-grandchildren.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council of the City of North Wildwood, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, hereby express the City’s deepest sympathy to the family of the late Anthony T. Catanoso.
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a true copy of this resolution be forwarded to Mrs. Catanoso and her family, so that they may know of the tremendously high regard in which Mayor Catanoso was held by this body.
