CAUCUS MEETING

FEBRUARY 17, 2015
9:40 A.M.
Members Present:  Present were President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, James Kane, David Del Conte and Joseph Rullo.  Mayor Patrick Rosenello and Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo were not present.  Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Ordinance 1669 is scheduled for first reading this morning.  This ordinance allows, under State statute, the City to take corrective action on deteriorating or damaged bulkheads that are undermining nearby bulkheads.  An example would be 801-805 Beach Creek.  This bulkhead is in deplorable condition and the City Engineer has notified the property owner to repair.  If the homeowner does not, then the City can have the bulkhead repaired or replaced and file a lien against the property for costs incurred.  
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that Section 1 of this ordinance contains the new material as authorized by the State statute.  

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if this ordinance allows the City to take corrective action on privately owned properties, such as if a neighbor complains about the bulkhead next door.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that if a neighbor files a complaint, and the City Engineer determines that the complaint is valid, then the process for corrective action will begin.

COUNCILMAN RULLO asked if it is prudent for the City to be judge and jury in neighborhood disputes.  Could there be lawsuits later depending on the City Engineer’s decision?
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that if the City Engineer determines that repair or replacement of a bulkhead is necessary, then the City will be authorized to do so under this ordinance.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that a property owner could always contest the City’s actions in Superior Court.
ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the only recourse would be to question the legality of the ordinance.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that it is legal because it is authorized by State statute.  In other news, the amendments to Chapter 276 are being developed and currently more input is needed from the Zoning Officer.  The Street Opening amendments will be forwarded to the Administrator shortly.  It will be very similar to the Street Opening ordinance in Wildwood Crest.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Administration Committee will review the draft prior to forwarding same to the entire Council.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the Dog Park ordinances of Cape May and Margate are being reviewed so that the proper rules and regulations can be implemented in North Wildwood.  It would be advisable to incorporate some of Margate’s forms and applications as they are well done. 
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that this matter is being reviewed by the Administration Committee.  It would be desirable to do the work in-house but there is still much fine-tuning left to do.  Councilman Rullo has done an outstanding job spearheading this issue.  The ordinance establishing the Dog Park will probably be ready for March 3 or March 17.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that owners should be required to have a park permits, current dog license, etc.
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COUNCILMAN RULLO added that the City is looking to have responsible, law-abiding owners using this park. 

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that he has reviewed the Dog Park ordinance on Margate’s website and was surprised that the environment is so controlled and regulated.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the ordinance with General Legislation revisions is also being prepared. 

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated the Labor Counsel Bill Blaney is working on the Background Check ordinance.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Special Events ordinance should be ready for introduction on March 3.  The resolutions on this morning’s agenda were then reviewed.  Nic Long and Ron Simone are doing an outstanding job with the Fixed Asset Inventory.  The renovation project for the Boardwalk Bathrooms will require no additional bonding.  The contract for Lomax Consulting will provide the City with a study of indigenous v. invasive growth and allow the Buildings, Parks & Grounds Department to follow a management plan in maintaining the gardens on Central Avenue, around the Lighthouse, and in other areas.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that residents should be notified of meetings in this regard and be given opportunity to provide input.

On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Koehler, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 10:10 AM

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMEN RULLO, KANE and DEL CONTE congratulated City Clerk Jett on his appointment as City Historian.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked the Public Works, Police and Fire Departments for their work during the recent storms.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP echoed the comments of Councilman Koehler and thanked Councilman Rullo for giving her a ride to the meeting in this bad weather.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Public Works Department has the City in better shape today than any of the other municipalities on the island.  Harry Wozunk and Doug Ford are doing an outstanding job.  Many municipalities had delayed openings this morning, some as late as 11:00 AM, but our streets and sidewalks were good enough for North Wildwood City Hall to open at 9:30 AM in time for the Council Meeting.  The Administration extends its gratitude to the departments that have made this possible.  
CITY CLERK JETT stated that taxpayers continue to express concern over the disparity that the various properties pay in GWTIDA fees.  Calls and emails are received regularly on this topic.  One question is the difference of fees between condos and houses/apartments; another is the fact that all condos pay the same fee regardless of size or type.  For example, a 15x20 former motel room pays $300, the same as a 5 bedroom, 2 bath, 2,000 ft² condo.  Questions also arise over the use of these fees by the GWTIDA Board and what benefits are provided to North Wildwood landlords.  Inquiries are responded to with explanation of the State statute that authorizes the formation of the GWTIDA, the implementation of said fees by mutual agreement of the municipalities on the island and the GWTIDA Board, and the collection and use of the fees that are collected by the municipalities for GWTIDA.  Taxpayers are generally grateful for these explanations but frequently are not satisfied with the process of implementation of the fees and the fee structure itself.  
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PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI thanked the City Clerk for this explanation and stated that Council will take the matter under consideration.
