ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that three ordinances are scheduled for 2nd Reading tonight, including the ordinance regarding abandoned/vacant buildings, the designation of no smoking areas at playgrounds and parks, and the capital bond ordinance.  Ordinances to be introduced tonight include the amendments to special events regulations, background checks for City employees and volunteers working in contact with persons under 18 years of age, the 2015 Cap Bank ordinance, an amendment to the 2014 Salary Ordinance for additional titles and salary ranges for personnel to be involved in a revaluation or reassessment, the establishment of a Dog Park, amendments to street opening regulations, and a special emergency appropriation for the revaluation/reassessment.  A public hearing will be held prior to the vote on the 2015 Boardwalk SID budget.  The first two resolutions pertain to the SID budget and the introduction of the 2015 Municipal Budget.  Auditor Leon Costello will provide more information on the budget in the regular meeting.  The resolution for abandoned properties is required as part of Ordinance 1666.  The NJEIT resolution determines the form and other details of the $10,500,000 bond sale for street improvements.  There are resolutions for the online auction, Beach Patrol Pension reimbursements, and four refunds from escrow deposits.  Two additional hot dog locations, as authorized by Chapter 330 of the City Code, will be put out for a bid process open to those persons holding a valid vendor license under NJSA 45.  The contract for Allen Park renovations will be awarded, and a shared services agreement with the City of Wildwood will provide for the transport of sand from Wildwood to the beaches in our north end.

CITY CLERK JETT reminded Council that the location and fees must be determined for the Dog Park ordinance.

Although not officially appointed as City Historian until February 17, 2015, I have been unknowingly performing the duties of said position since my appointment as City Clerk and therefore feel it prudent to start off correctly by filing my annual report as dictated by N.J.S.A. 40:10A-7b.
During the years 2013 and 2014, my office has undertaken and accomplished the following projects:

1. By reviewing meeting minutes beginning at the formation of the Borough of    Anglesea in 1885, the following information has been compiled:

a. Correct list of all Mayors, with dates of entering and leaving office;

b. List of all elected and appointed members of Council, with dates of entering and leaving office;

c. List of all Presidents of Council, with dates of entering and leaving office.

d. List of all Chiefs of Police;

e. List of all Borough and City Clerks.

2. Identified 1922 picture as the construction of the former Sewer Plant near current Department of Public Works; picture had been incorrectly identified as the construction of the current City Hall.

3. Stored minutes, ordinances and resolutions 1885 to present in Fire Proof Cabinets in 4th Avenue Records Building.

4. Had Vital Statistics Birth records up through 1951 restored and preserved.

5. Obtained from NJ State Archives pictures of the map filed in 1883 by the Anglesea Railroad Corporation.

6. Obtained from NJ State Archives pictures of the map filed in 1888 by the West Jersey Railroad Corporation.

7. Obtained mint condition copy of 1961 campaign literature of former Mayor Anthony Catanoso.

8. Discovered (and attempting to obtain a copy of) a map of Anglesea circa 1883 in possession of the Wildwood Historical Society [incorrectly dated as 1893].

9. Obtained copy of 1915 Tax Map.

10. Obtained copies of various maps and plans from 1890 and 1900.

11. Reviewed collection of approximately 300 postcards of Anglesea/North Wildwood in possession of White Whale Antique Company in CMCH; possible purchase of entire collection in future.

12. Obtained and reviewed information of Sanborn Maps of 1890 and later years showing location of original buildings in Borough of Anglesea, including location of the first Borough Hall (Walnut & New York Avenues).

13. Obtained information of Army Corps website showing aerial photos on NJ Coast (1920, 1933, 1944 and 1962).

14. Found remnants of pilings of pedestrian bridge (circa 1906) at west end of 17th Avenue.

15. Began transcription of Council actions since 1885; completed through 1903.

16. Discovered existence of 1885 municipal seal.

Proposed activities for 2015: 

1. Continue transcription of Council actions since 1904.

2. Locate original terminus of Anglesea Railroad Corporation; marker believed to have been located in area of Bird Sanctuary near St. Vincent’s Court.

3. Repair and refurbish 1885 municipal seal.

4. Restore and preserve 1931 Tax Map for framing/display in City Hall.

5. Restore and preserve original Borough of Anglesea Ordinance Book 1885-1904 (manuscript).

6. Begin identification of sites for future placement of Historical Markers or Plaques.  The following are possible locations:


a.  Site of Hotel Anglesea (first Council Meetings held here in 1885)

b.  Site of Hereford House (election to form Borough held here June 2, 1885)

c.  Site of original Borough Hall (Walnut & NY)

d.  Original location of Lighthouse

e.  Site of 2nd Borough Hall (3rd & Central)

f.  Site of WWII Submarine tower (400 block E. 3rd)

g.  Site of original Train Station (Anglesea RR – Spruce & NY)

h.  Site of 2nd Train Station (West Jersey RR – 1st & NJ)

i.  Many other possibilities….

     7.  Gather information on production and placement of Historical Markers or Plaques.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN RULLO thanked the Police and Fire Departments for their help during the Fallen Hero Plunge.  Public Works has done a great job with snow removal this winter.  The St. Patrick’s Day Parade will take place on March 14.

COUNCILMAN KANE stated that the Recreation Department did a great job with the Optimist Tournament.  
COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE mentioned another upcoming snow storm and thanked Public Works and Buildings, Parks & Grounds for their work around the Rec for the Optimist Tournament.  All have done a great job this winter.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked all who have worked on the budget process.  

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP stated that City Departments have gone above and beyond during the recent storms.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Police Department has had 97 reports of broken pipes during the month of February.  The Police Department tracks down the owners and makes appropriate arrangements.  City Hall has received numerous calls and statements of gratitude from affected homeowners.
CITY CLERK JETT stated that he has received three items of correspondence thanking the City for actions taken by the Fire Department during recent weeks, including problems with smoke/CO2 alarms, assistance at Super Fresh, and broken water pipes.  Jett also stated that his department has entered into a contract with ShoreScan Solutions of Stevensville, MD for document retention, preservation and indexing.  The contract will allow the Office of the City Clerk to scan in and store, in a remote location, up to 2,500 pages per month.  As an example, in the first month of the contract all Council Meetings for the last 14 years will be scanned and preserved, in a searchable pdf format.  This process, which will provide the City with an extra level of document backup and many saved hours of doing research for OPRA and auditor requests.  The City of North Wildwood is the first municipality in the State of New Jersey to take advantage of this type of technology.
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COUNCILMAN RULLO also thanked all who have provided assistance with the implementation of the Dog Park Ordinance.   Mr. and Mrs. Ficca have been extremely helpful.  This is a step in the right direction. 
PUBLIC:  
EVERETT McCORKEL, 410 East 13th Avenue, asked about the progress of the Fresh Air Home, with Mayor Rosenello stating that it is not a City building but it is evident that the organization that owns the building is making progress with fund raising and it looks like repairs to the foundation have begun; there is a fundraising event at the Adelphia Restaurant in Deptford on March 19.  McCrokel asked if Ordinance 1668 will prohibit smoking on the beach, with the Mayor responding that this ordinance is for playgrounds and parks but not the beach.

BEN HAYGOOD, Regional Outreach Coordinator for the Housing and Community Development Network of New Jersey, stated that there are numerous programs to help honeowners and tenants who have been affected by Hurricane Sandy.  There are certain deadlines for each program.  Haygood left program materials which will be made available to the public in City Hall.
