COUNCIL:

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO thanked the Recreation Department for their hard work on the Christmas Parade and the Christmas Party.
COUNCILPERSONS RULLO, KANE, DEL CONTE, KOEHLER AND BISHOP all wished everyone a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year.
PUBLIC:

BARBARA WATERMAN, Marina Bay Towers, stated that things continue to change at the towers.  A few days ago residents received notices of foreclosure.  The 50+ page document is impossible to understand but it seems like the owner is foreclosing on himself.  Eight tenants have filed a lawsuit to have a receiver of rents appointed by the Court.  The tenants are fighting for their rights.  The owner wants to keep only 29 units for senior housing and make condos out of the other 88 units.  This will adversely affect the neighborhood and the City.  It would place stress on the school system if the units are sold or are rented year-round and will place stress on the Police Department if they are rented seasonally.  There is not enough parking there for the 88 units to be sold as condos.  The foreclosure would also remove the deed restriction for senior housing.  By keeping the 29 units as senior housing the owner would still be eligible for grants, etc.  There are on-going problems in the building.  It is dirty and unkempt and would be worse with teenage renters in the summer.  There is no security in the building.  It will end up like the low-income housing in Middle Township if things are allowed to go as the owner wants.  The tenants need to win in Court and take care of the residents.
BONNIE MCNAMARA, Marina Bay Towers, stated that the owner wants help in getting funding from Essex County.  The tenants and the City have worked with him in good faith but the building is still in disrepair and the improvements have never been made.  Many units are now vacant and are cannibalized to make repairs in other rooms, so that any repairs that are made are done with used parts.  There are broken pipes and flooding in the winter.  Senior Citizens should not have to live like this.  Please let the tenants fight out the lawsuit and get a receiver appointed.  North Wildwood is beautiful, with its beaches, parks, etc.  Please don’t let Essex County come here.  This building has been a thorn in the City’s side for a long time.
