Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, James Kane, David Del Conte and Joseph Rullo.   Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo was not present. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that there is one communication for Receive & File and 6 Special Events applications for approval.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the application fee for the Easter Son-Rise Service should be waived.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Fire Chief has requested the appointment of a seasonal Captain to round out the shifts for the summer, as one of the regular Captains continues to be out due to injury. The Police Department has three SLEO II appointments and there are 8 seasonal appointments for Public Works, 6 of whom are North Wildwood residents.  These are needed to supplement the current staff in anticipation of the beach project with Wildwood.  Measures will be taken to ensure that the seasonal employees do not pass the 1560 hour threshold for health benefits.  Ordinance 1669 authorizes the City to take corrective action regarding bulkheads that are in such a condition as to undermine surrounding bulkheads, including those that have been repaired or reconstructed on adjacent City properties.  The temporary emergency appropriation will fund City expenditures until adoption of the annual budget, which is scheduled for April 14.  The temporary appropriations are ultimately included in the annual budget.  A professional services contract will be awarded to William Subin, Esq. for legal services regarding a Police matter.  The establishment of the annual sewer rate will help offset sewer infrastructure repairs, including the NJEIT projects.  A special meeting of Council will be held at 10:00 AM on Tuesday, March 24.

Be it resolved, that the Block numbered 270 on the Rice Map 1915 lying between 12th and 13th Avenues and Pennsylvania and Surf Ave be purchased from the owner thereof, Mr. Henry Ottens at a cost for said land not to exceed the sum of ten thousand, seven hundred and eighty dollars ($10,780.00) free and clear of all encumbrances and be it further resolved that the ten (10) lots in Block #211 adjoining the present school be purchased from the owner thereof, Mr. Henry Ottens, at a cost, not to exceed forty seven hundred dollars ($4,700.00) free and clear of all encumbrances and be it further resolved that the proper officers certify a copy of this resolution to the Board of School Estimate authorizing said Board of School Estimate to enter into a written contract on behalf of the City and the Board of Education with the owner of said land in conformity with the tenor there of and be it further resolved that that this Board determine upon said plots of land and the same is here by declared and determined as being requisite and necessary for the needs and facilities of this school district and the price to be paid therefore, in the judgement of the board reasonable and just.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1669 by its title, as required by Law, Known As “An Ordinance Supplementing Chapter 178, Bulkheads, Of The City Of North Wildwood”.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the City has standards for bulkhead construction but previously no way to take corrective action to repair damaged and/or dilapidated bulkheads that are undermining bulkheads in surrounding areas.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the previous ordinance had notification procedures but no way to follow up and actually correct the situation.  This ordinance authorizes the City to take corrective action and, if necessary, place a lien on the property for the cost of the work.     

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1669 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.
