6:35 PM
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, James Kane and David Del Conte.  Councilpersons Kellyann Tolomeo and Joseph Rullo were not present. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

CITY CLERK JETT reviewed the communications on the agenda.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the appointments on the agenda are seasonal. There is one person to be approved for the North Wildwood Volunteer Fire Company.  Seven ordinances are on the agenda for 2nd Reading.  Ordinance 1677, an amendment to the Land Development Ordinance, is scheduled for 1st Reading.  

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that 2 cases in conjunction with Ordinance 1672, Background Checks, have already been brought to the attention of the Administration.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Background Check process will be funneled through the HR Dept.  North Wildwood is leading the way in these procedures throughout the County.  The things to be amended by Ordinance 1677 are largely housekeeping items.  

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that a number of the revisions are being done on recommendation of the Zoning Officer.  

CITY CLERK JETT stated that Ordinance 1677, after introduction, will be forwarded to the Planning Board for the statutory 35 day review period, after which the public hearing and 2nd Reading will be scheduled.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Dog Park ordinance needs to be followed up with rules and regulations, etc.  The 2015 Budget, to be considered for final adoption tonight, contains a 1.8 cent tax increase, due to the Royal Tax Lien refund which the City was ordered to pay.  There is a resolution amending the Policies & Procedures Manual.  Resolution #15 regarding COAH will be pulled.  The contract for the 2nd Avenue and 110 Delaware Bulkhead is ready to be awarded, which includes demolition of the structures at 110 Delaware.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that 110 Delaware will have a lien placed on it for the City to recover part of the cost of this project.  The beach project with Wildwood is progressing.  The beach between 3rd and 4th is now about 100’ wide.

COUNCILMAN RULLO arrived in Council Chambers at 6:52 PM.

SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC WORKS WOZUNK stated that in 2 weeks 2,344 loads have been moved totaling 23,550 cubic yards.  Seven trucks are currently working.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Harry Wozunk is keeping detailed records of this project.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the crossovers at 3rd, 4th and 5th will be rebuilt.  Avalon’s current beach project will cost about $6 million while ours will be less than $500,000.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN RULLO stated that he met with the Commander of the US Coast Guard Base in Cape May and feels it would be appropriate for the City to adopt a resolution supporting the County’s status as a Coast Guard Community.
COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE thanked Auditor Leon Costello for his help with the budget process.
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COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP wished Councilman Koehler a Happy Birthday and also thanked Leon Costello.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI thanked Leon Costello and CFO Todd Burkey for their work on the budget. 
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the budget process began last October and thanked all who have provided assistance.  The grand opening for Henfey Park is scheduled for Saturday, May 9 at 11:00 AM.  The basketball court may not be completed at that time but the remainder of the Park will be.  A number of other projects are in progress.  Some streets that have suffered sewer collapses will be slated for complete reconstruction in the future.
PUBLIC:  
JONATHAN WILSON, 164 W. Crocus Road, Wildwood Crest, and owner of Island Cab Company, stated that the Uber Taxi business is causing problems due to the fact that they do not have to pass through the licensing requirements that regular taxis do.  Sea Isle City recently adopted an ordinance regulating these types of taxis.  
POLICE CHIEF GALLAGHER stated that he will research the problem more.

JONATHAN WILSON stated that a blue limo has been parked in the Super Fresh parking lot and picking up passengers without a proper license.  Yellow Cab has a 15-passenger van that should not be allowed to drive in the City.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that the Office of the City Clerk continues to be involved in numerous historical projects, including Historical Markers, records preservation and scanning, and the location of the original terminus of the Anglesea Railroad.  Since the 130th Anniversary of the Incorporation of the Borough of Anglesea is coming up in June, Jett suggested to Mayor and Council that the City plan to hold a “Founders Day” or possible call it “Anglesea Day”.
