CAUCUS MEETING

OCTOBER 7, 2014
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, James Kane, David Del Conte, Joseph Rullo and Kellyann Tolomeo. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.
ADINISTRATOR YECCO stated that there are several upcoming events to be approved and filed. The Best Practices Inventory Review is to be approved and filed with the State by October 17, 2014. Yecco reviewed the City’s answers on this questionnaire with members of Council, stating that the City was able to answer “yes” to 44 of the 50 total questions.  Forty “yes” answers were required for the City to maintain its current level of State aid.
MAYOR ROSENELLO commented that the State of New Jersey promulgating to the City of North Wildwood of what practices are right and wrong would be like British Petroleum promulgating the same to the Gulf of Mexico. The City of North Wildwood continues to maintain the lowest tax rate of all shore towns in the State. 
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO reviewed the seasonal appointments for the Recreation and Fire Departments, as well as one full time appointment of Supervisor for the Public Works Department, effective November 1st. There will be additional new-hires for the Public Works Department to be appointed at the October 21st Council Meeting. 
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the appointments in the Public Works Department will bring the department up to 20 full time employees. In the past, the department has had at least 30 full time employees. 

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that all positions were planned for in the 2014 budget. All appointments are replacing unfilled positions; no new positions have been created. Preference will be given to North Wildwood residents. 
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if the Administrator would be involved in conducting interviews; with the answer being the Administrator only becomes involved in the interview process when the number of possible candidates for the position is down to three.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Ordinance #1659 is on final adoption and will repeal the City’s curfew regulations. Ordinance #1660 corrects a definition in Chapter 252 regarding flood damage, and is also on final adoption. Ordinance #1661 amends sewer rates and fees. The contract with Trinity Code Inspection, LLC will be renewed for a one year option. This is the last option for a one year renewal. The City will plan to go out for bid again at the end of this renewal. The Shared Services Agreement with the City of Wildwood for Tax Assessor will be authorized for a one year extension. The Tax Assessor works two days in North Wildwood and three days in Wildwood. North Wildwood pays forty percent of the Tax Assessor’s salary and Wildwood pays sixty percent. Change Order #8 increases the contract price by $228.60. The Procurement Procedures resolution approves compliance for professionals when federal highway funding is involved in municipal projects. Resolution #6 authorizes application for a New Jersey Department of Transportation bikeways grant for bikeway safety improvements between 5th and 15th Avenues. Resolution #7 also approves a grant application for street reconstruction on 15th Avenue. The City is fully prepared to move forward with the improvements at Henfey Park. Two contracts will be awarded for the construction of a concrete block building (field house) and site improvements. The total contract amount for the concrete block field house is $308,850. The total contract amount for the site improvements is $491,264.02. 
COUNCILMAN RULLO asked if the City is planning to bid on the replacement of the 15th Avenue bulkhead, with the answer being that there are a couple other locations of bulkheads in need of repair; as the priority comes up it will get done. 
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COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked about the $400,000 Grant for Olde New Jersey Avenue; with the answer being the City is in the preliminary stages of securing the grant for various improvements on Olde New Jersey Avenue.  

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO commented on recent activity at Coconut Cove including a new sign on the property. 
On a motion by Kane, seconded by Tolomeo, that caucus be adjourned.  Carried. 6:53 PM
