ADMINISTRATOR YECCO reviewed the communications on this morning’s agenda.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Morey’s Beach Jam is a new event in our City this year after being held in Wildwood for a number of years.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that all of the appointments today are seasonal except for one permanent full-time hire in Buildings, Parks & Grounds.  This appointment will replace an employee who resigned a few weeks ago.  Background checks are now being performed for new hires in accordance with the recently-adopted ordinance.  This helps limit the City’s exposure, etc.  The Salary Ordinance has been updated and is ready for introduction this morning.  The resolutions today include the award of leases for the new hot dog vendor locations, the bidding for which ended at $3,500 per location per year.  

COUNCILMAN RULLO asked about the communication from NJ DOT for $175,000.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that this is a municipal aid award for the reconstruction of 15th Avenue.
