COUNCIL:

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO thanked all who participated in Anglesea Day.  Thanks also to the Fire Department for helping with a friend who had suffered a heart attack, and to the Police Department for their quick response during a robbery.
COUNCILMAN RULLO stated that Anglesea Day was a big success for the City and for history buffs like himself.  Memorial Day weekend was relatively quiet.
COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE stated that Anglesea Day was wonderful.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP expressed thanks on behalf of all Anglesea residents.  The Elks Parade is this Saturday at 12 Noon.
ENGINEER PETRELLA and SOLICITOR CAFIERO both stated that the Anglesea Day activities were excellent.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the 12th Avenue surfing beach will be closed.  There is not enough room there for sunbathers and surfers due to the beach erosion.  The 2nd Avenue area will now have the surfing beach.  City officials have met with our redevelopment attorney with an eye on doing something about the Seaport Pier.  The Boardwalk Bathrooms at 25th Avenue should be open this weekend.  The improvements at Allen Park are progressing as scheduled.  The ADA Beach Access project on Kennedy Drive will provide access through the bulkhead on all streets except 2nd and 3rd (due to the new portion of the seawall).  West Pine Avenue should be completed shortly. New signs will be placed at Seawall entrances outlining the rules and regulations.
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that all involved in the Anglesea Day activities did a great job.
CITY CLERK JETT read two letters that Police Chief Matt Gallagher received recently:
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PUBLIC:  
BONNIE McNAMARA, Marina Bay Towers, thanked Mayor and Council for the wonderful improvements at Henfey Park.  It was a rough winter at Marina Bay Towers but the Police and Fire Departments are the best and have responded to our every need.  They knock on every single door when called to make sure all are safe.  We could not have made it through the winter without them.  Mayor and Council have always responded to our problems and concerns.

BARBARA WATERMAN, Marina Bay Towers, stated that in Court a few weeks ago the owner’s lawyers blamed North Wildwood for all of the problems.  They had been blaming Hurricane Sandy previously.  The owner still wants to make the building 80% condos, and is telling people that the City does not want Marina Bay Towers to exist anymore.  The Court says that the requirements have been met for the appointment of a receiver for the building.  Freeholder Director Thornton is going to provide the tenant’s association with information regarding grants and loans to do repairs on the building.  The DCA will be sending engineers to assess the condition of the building.  These are baby steps at present but we are moving in the right direction and are not giving up.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the City’s attorneys have discussed the situation.  The owner will be required to submit a plan which, if not followed, will increase the chance of a receiver being appointed by the Court.

BARBARA WATERMAN, Marina Bay Towers, stated that the Judge gave the owner 60 days to submit the plan and then follow through with same.  The Attorney General sent an inspector down to review the situation.  It is a slow process but we are moving forward.
