Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, James Kane and David Del Conte.  Councilman Joseph Rullo was not present. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

DIRECTOR OF TOURISM STEVE DEHORSEY stated that the Italian Festival continues to have problems.  They have been trying to make changes over the past few years but the Festival Committee still has no paperwork for the vendors.  City Departments consistently shoulder a large burden of running this Festival properly.  The Knights of Columbus have been given a final deadline of June 22 to have the vendor paperwork ready or the vendors will not be permitted to participate. 
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the stage and entertainment are ready to go but they really would need at least 10 food vendors to make it a viable festival.  We don’t want to cancel a festival but obviously things need to change for next year.

COUNCILWOMAN TOLOMEO stated that it has always been disorganized.  They have tried different committees and different people but it has not improved much.  It also creates too much work for Steve DeHorsey and the City Departments.  

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that it all falls on Steve DeHorsey and that is not fair.  The City should assist, not carry out.

STEVE DEHORSEY stated that it could be different type of festival next year if this does not work out.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI asked about the typical follow-up meeting after festivals.

STEVE DEHORSEY stated that it usually occurs within 30 days after the festival.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that there are a number of communications and Special Events applications on the agenda.

CITY CLERK JETT stated that letters have been received from former Mayor Palombo, Mrs. Catanoso and Mrs. Vinci regarding Anglesea Day.  A communication has also been received from Mr. Sanguinetti stating that he will not be renewing his hot dog vendor location at 2nd & JFK.  It is requested that a resolution be added to the agenda authorizing advertisement for a public bid for this vendor location.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Mayor will submit for approval the promotion of Dominick McClain to Provisional Deputy Fire Chief.  There are resolutions for the govdeals auction, professional services contracts, the summer surf camp, and the hot dog vendor location at 2nd & JFK.

Dear Chief Gallagher:

I had the fortuitous pleasure of encountering three of your officers in the early morning hours of today.
