COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN KANE invited all to attend the National Night Out activities at Henfey Park tonight.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP invited all to the National Lighthouse Day activities at the Hereford Inlet Lighthouse on Friday, August 7 at 10:00 AM. 

PUBLIC:  
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PAT PETKO, 231 W. 2nd Avenue, thanked the City for the new bulkhead construction at the end of 2nd Avenue and the property at 110 Delaware.  Maybe the new bulkhead will help to improve the flooding situation, which has gotten worse since the USDA project in 2010.  Jim Verna has been very helpful.  Are there any plans to change the name of North Wildwood to Anglesea?  What will happen now with the lot at 110 Delaware now that the building has been torn down?
MAYOR ROSENELLO explained that the property is still privately owned although now there are municipal liens attached to it.  The liens will be sold at tax sale in December.  A purchaser could decide to foreclose after two years.  If the liens are not purchased at the tax sale the City could institute foreclosure proceedings after six months.  Or at any time the owner could come in and pay off the liens.
KATHLEEN URBAN, 720 W. Pine Avenue, stated that there are problems with street addresses because North Wildwood, Wildwood and West Wildwood all have a Pine Avenue.  Mail, deliveries, emergency responders and the like have all gone to the Pine Avenue in West Wildwood instead of North Wildwood.  These addresses cause confusion with all the residents involved.  GPS sends people to West Wildwood even if the search was for 720 W. Pine in North Wildwood.  Can’t something be done about these similar addresses in different municipalities?

DEBORAH GOSS, 717 W. Pine Avenue, stated that the problems with the addresses are increasing.  It took a while to figure out why our deliveries or our mail always took so long to arrive – or never arrive at all.  I know you will not do anything about this.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the City will try to find answers to these problems.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that the Assessors in the municipalities are the ones that assign addresses and it seems they did not cooperate in the past.
