COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN RULLO stated that the Boots at the Beach Country Music Festival will be held on September 19.  There will 3 bands, 28 vendors and lots of fun.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that for most of his life there was no such thing as a “shoulder season.”  But many years ago, Councilman Kane’s father came up with an idea of an Irish Festival in the fall.  That festival has grown each year and it is quite possible that this new event – Boots at the Beach – will grow in the future as well.
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PUBLIC:  
TONY WILSON, CMC Employment Office, stated that there are many programs to help citizens with education and training.  Assistance is provided for those seeking a GED, both youth and adults.  The employment office provides work-experience opportunities, starting in April, for the summer season.  These opportunities could be in local government or the private sector.  The program involves local youth so the money stays in the local economy.  Work sites must be approved and the participants are monitored regularly.  The adult program also provides grants up to $5,000 for continuing education.  There is a misconception that the youth involved in these types of programs are bad; the fact is that they may be economically challenged but they are good kids who need work experience.  The employment office pays their wages during the summer work program.  These summer programs could help the City with beach and boardwalk cleanup, etc.  The office needs more work sites to be able to provide work experience for the youth.  It would be free to the City.
