REPORTS:

NJ DIVISION OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT SERVICES – CY2015 BEST PRACTICES INVENTORY QUESTIONNAIRE:  City Administrator Yecco reviewed the City’s answers on this questionnaire with members of Council, stating that the City was able to answer “yes” to 46 of the 50 total questions.  Forty “yes” answers were required for the City to maintain its current level of State aid.  The Administrator and CFO completed this questionnaire after reviewing the City’s practices and have certified that the answers are true and correct.  The City Clerk will also certify to the DCA that this questionnaire has been discussed in an open public meeting and that members of the governing body have been made aware of the City’s status.  Some of the City’s “no” answers deal with questions that really leave the City no other answer unless local ordinances were to be enacted with more stringent regulations that the State itself has.

COUNCIL:

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Irish Weekend was very busy but the Police Department has reported only minor incidents.  City Departments, including OEM, were ready and did a great job during the recent Nor’easter.  The Volunteer Fire Departments were staffed throughout the weekend and had some high-water rescues. The dredging project is set to begin in Beach Creek this week, with the sand being pumped on to the front beach.  We are attempting to get approval for additional sand as the beaches were hit hard over the weekend.  Many bayside outfall pipes have either malfunctioned or are clogged.  They will be reviewed and replaced if necessary.
CITY CLERK JETT read a portion of the minutes from July 20, 1917 regarding the manner in which destruction of a wreck in Hereford Inlet was carried out.  
PUBLIC:  
EVERETT McCORKEL, 410 East 13th Avenue, asked if the street cleaner is broken, with the answer being yes, it is being repaired at present.  McCorkell stated that there is a house on West 26th Avenue that is in disrepair, needs paint and new windows, etc.  McCorkell asked if the Surf Avenue project will be done before next summer, with the Mayor stating that since it would probably not be completed before the summer, it may need to wait.  McCorkell stated that the walkways on the beach should not have been removed before Irish weekend.
