COUNCIL:

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that introduction of the 2016 Municipal Budget should take place at the February 16 Meeting, with final adoption on March 15.  The in-house assessment is nearly finished.  All property owners should receive a letter shortly from the Tax Assessor regarding their new assessment.  There will a one-month period in which owners can discuss any problems with the Assessor.  Then the annual green assessment cards should arrive around March 1.  All informal meetings regarding new assessments will be handled by certified assessors.  The County had originally ordered a revaluation, which would have cost $1 Million.  This in-house reassessment done by Jason Hesley and staff will end up costing less than $250,000.  
COUNILMAN KOEHLER asked if property owners who are currently in Florida will have any recourse if they are not here to meet with the Assessor.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that all owners can file an appeal with the County Tax Board if they are not satisfied with their assessment.  The instructions to file an appeal are on the green card.

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the deadline for appeals is April 1, or 45 days after receiving the green card.  This will allow all owners sufficient time to appeal if they so choose.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the possibility of appeals and changes in assessments will not affect the introduction of the 2016 Municipal Budget.
