COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN RULLO congratulated all City Departments, especially Recreation and Public Works, for the fantastic job that they performed during the recent storm.
COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE stated that all City employees did a great job.
COUNCILMAN KOEHLER echoed the sentiments of Councilmen Del Conte and Rullo.
COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP stated that she is proud of all our City employees.
MAYOR ROSENELLO thanked Jim Verna of Van Note-Harvey Engineers for directing the emergency beach repair work the day after the storm.  Contractor Perna Finnigan was on site immediately.  The City has received word that NJDEP will fund these emergency beach repairs.  The dumpsters will remain at 5th & New York for another week.  Public Works is doing a great job cleaning up the streets.  A large beach replenishment project could occur within the next six months; we are still discussing this with NJDEP.  FEMA funds will also be available if a Federal Declaration is obtained.  The Army Corps Project for shore protection of the entire island has been approved and funded.  The actual design will take time – probably a few years to accomplish.  Thanks to all who helped during the recent storm, including the Police and Fire Departments, Public Works and Buildings, Parks & Grounds, Recreation Department, the Volunteer Fire Departments, Office of Emergency Management…this was a great effort by so many people.  Cleanup and recovery will be an ongoing process, but we are moving in the right direction.  
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CITY CLERK JETT stated that his office will not be charging residents for disposal of appliances that were damaged during the storm, and it is anticipated that the normal fee for dumpsters will be waived for some time.  
COUNCILMAN RULLO reminded all that our Mayor did an excellent job during the regular storm and the political storm.
