COUNCIL:

CITY CLERK JETT reminded Council Members that the deadline for filing the annual Financial Disclosure Statements is April 30.  The new historical marker at 16th & Surf regarding the Boardwalk built in 1904 will be unveiled at 11:00 this morning. 
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that Fire Chief Jeff Cole will be retiring soon and at the second meeting in May current Deputy Dominick McClain will be nominated to be the new Chief.  He has worked his way up through the ranks and is a dedicated firefighter.  Public Works and Perna Finnigan are still trucking in sand from Wildwood’s outfall pipes.  This is not a permanent fix but will help protect the area from future storms until a larger project is undertaken.  The Allen Park project will be largely covered by a $400,000 DCA Grant.  The City is almost always awarded these DCA Grants and it is important to spend the money each year in order to qualify for future grants.  Phase II should be completed by June.  With this project and the previous improvements from Phase I, Allen Park will seem like a completely new facility.  Allen Park and Henfey Park are getting lots if use and residents/visitors seem to be pleased.  The reconstruction of 15th Avenue near BP Headquarters is almost finished.  This is possibly the busiest street in the City during the summer.  The NJEIT project will begin today on the bike path, with the numerous improvements that will accompany that project.  Work will start on the 12th to 15th Avenue section of the bike path and should be all done by mid-May.
