ORDINANCE NO. 1701 - On a motion by Kane, seconded by Del Conte, that Ordinance No. 1701 be placed on its second reading.  Carried.

The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1701 by its title, as required by Law, known as “Bond Ordinance Providing For Beach Replenishment In And By The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating $300,000 Therefor And Authorizing The Issuance Of $285,000 Bonds Or Notes Of The City To Finance Part Of The Cost Thereof“.    
This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1701 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that NJDEP has committed more than $133,000 to assist the City in its 25% match obligations for emergency repairs after Winter Storm Jonas, and the City anticipates being reimbursed by FEMA for up to 75% of these emergency costs.

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Kane, that Ordinance No. 1701 be passed on its second reading and published according to Law, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared Ordinance No. 1701 duly adopted.

COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN DEL CONTE congratulated the winners in yesterday’s Primary election.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER thanked all Department Heads for their hard work during a very busy Memorial Day weekend.

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP thanked the voters for coming out yesterday and reminded all to attend the Flag Day ceremonies on June 14.
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CITY CLERK JETT stated that the 2nd Annual Anglesea Day was a big success, with a nice crowd gathered for a presentation on the old hotels of Anglesea.
PUBLIC:

JOYCE ZAWICKI, 412 W. 26th Avenue, Wildwood, stated that the lots at 401 and 501 W. 26th Avenue should not be used for a construction project staging area.  The lots are zoned “Garden Apartment” which means residential area.  There is constant noise, dust, fumes.  Zawicki stated that she has been told by people in City Hall that “the owner can do whatever he wants.”  The GA zone can be townhouses, apartments, playgrounds, parks, etc.  It cannot be used as a staging area for a construction project.  

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that NJDEP approved those lots as temporary staging areas for the NJEIT project.  The City was required to provide a staging area for the project.  The owner is allowing the City to use the lot.  It had to be cleared for use as a staging area.

JOYCE ZAWICKI stated that the owner of the lots is a member of City Council.  Was it ethical for the City to pay for clearing his lots?  Why have the assessments changed on those lots this year?  401 W. 26th was previously assessed at $133,000 and it is now assessed at $2,500.  501 W. 26th was previously assessed at $150,000 and it is now assessed at $198,000.  Why are these 2 lots the only lots in the entire City that are designated as GA?    

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that it is a temporary use and a municipality is not required to apply to its own Planning Board for a temporary use in a specific zone.  The Tax Assessor is required to assess properties based on fair market value.  A property that is assessed very low is possibly located on wetlands and is therefore not buildable.  Zoning designations come from the Planning Board’s Master Plan study which it is required to do at least every ten years.  The rationale for the various zones comes from the Planning Board’s recommendations to Mayor and City Council. 
JOYCE ZAWICKI asked what the owner of the lots is going to do after this temporary use is finished.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that the owner can decide that.       
SANDRA RICHARDSON, 2702 Lake Avenue, Wildwood, stated that she is a realtor trying to sell a house across the street from these lots but there is too much dust.  Having this staging area has been a nightmare for the neighborhood.  There is constant erosion from the cleared lots and now the wildlife is going all over people’s property.  This was very unfair to the wildlife in the area.  This was not planned correctly.  There were 22 inches of water in the street during the most recent flood.  Residents in the neighborhood asked to have the bulkhead in West Wildwood continued down to this area, but that did not happen and now the water comes around the bulkhead.  Richardson used to park in the Acme parking lot during storms but now that parking lot floods also.  This is all due to the erosion caused by clearing the lots on W. 26th Avenue.  It is nerve-wracking to live near this area.  There is too much erosion and dust now.  Wildwood needs to improve its bulkheads too.  Richardson owns a lot at 20th & New Jersey and wants to build a duplex but was told that a use variance was necessary.  This is a hardship case.  There are too many vacant commercial properties on New Jersey Avenue.  Please look into the erosion on W. 26th Avenue. 

JOSEPH ANNOCKY, 2601 Hudson Avenue, Wildwood, stated that the rain now runs into his street.  There are vehicles idling starting at 7 am; the neighbors can’t even sit outside because of the noise and the fumes.   

MARYANNE BLUM, 2600 Hudson Avenue, Wildwood, stated that the neighborhood now floods since the lots were cleared.  It is frightening to live there; the lots acted as a buffer prior to being cleared.  

ADJOURNMENT:

On a motion by Koehler, seconded by Bishop, that there being no further business before Council, we do now adjourn.  Carried. 5:31 P.M.
