COUNCIL:

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP stated that she hopes all had a safe and profitable July 4th weekend.
PUBLIC:

EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, stated that the street sign at 13th & Surf makes noise when it blows in the wind and could use some oil.
JONATHAN WILSON, 164 W. Crocus Road, #5, stated that Uber taxis are unregulated, unfamiliar with the area, raising fares too high and sitting in the bar area, while the regular taxi drivers live here, work here and pay mercantile and GWTIDA fees.  It is unfair to taxi drivers working for companies that hold licenses here in the City. The Uber taxis do not have any licenses and pay no fees.
JOHN BURRELL, 131 Eldredge Avenue, West Cape May, stated that taxi drivers are following the regulations but the Uber drivers do not, including circumventing their own Uber apps by taking fares off the street.  They do not follow traffic rules while the regular taxi drivers are suffering.

JAMES HARPER, 693 Town Bank Road, North Cape May, has been a taxi driver since 1985.  There is no regulation of Uber drivers and the Police Department does nothing when asked.  There is no help from the Police.  The Uber drivers are overcharging.  Maybe the City should issue more taxi licenses.  Please do not let Uber come in and take our business.  They are not allowed in Stone Harbor or Sea Isle City.
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CORNELIUS KANE, North Cape May, stated that there are no regulations for Uber taxis.  There are taxi stands for safety reasons but the Uber drivers go in and pick up wherever they want.  Uber will not be here in the winter but we need to make our money now.  Help us by regulating Uber.  Give them their own taxi stands.  Make them pay fees like the rest of us.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Mayors of the island have met and discussed these problems.  We are looking to doing an island-wide licensing system.  A number of tickets were issued to Uber drivers over the weekend.  There are public safety issues that all must obey.  We are working on an island-wide policy for all.  
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that regulations for Uber taxis would need to be upheld on an island-wide basis.  We want to put all taxis on a level playing field.  According to the GWTIDA statute, Uber taxis should be paying GWTIDA fees.
JONATHAN WILSON stated that thirty Ubers were double parking in the bar area on Memorial Day weekend.  The next weekend it was thirty different cars.  The Police Department cannot enforce the regulations.  There are too many Ubers.
CHARLES FREDERICK, Yellow Cab, stated that he drives 60 miles every morning to work here.  Frederick is losing money since Uber came into the city.  They do not pay mercantile fees, GWTIDA fees, get background checks, etc., like the rest of us.    

ALAN BORRELL, 6001 Black Horse Pike, Egg Harbor Township, stated that he cannot get a North Wildwood license.  He has paid his fines and the Judge says that his application fees should be refunded.  Borrell cannot get an answer from the Police Department.

ROBERT WHITE, 459 Shunpike Road, Cape May Court House, thanked Mayor and Council for looking into these issues.  Sea Isle City cannot enforce an Uber ban, so they are now issuing more regular taxi licenses.  Uber is hurting everybody.  All should be playing by the same rules.
MAUREEN LEIDER, 431 E. 8th Avenue, stated that with the emergency sewer repairs on East 8th Avenue the residents cannot use their own driveways.  Is there something the City can do to help?

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the City will provide temporary parking permits for the residents there until the construction is finished.

DAVID LEE, 1105 New York Avenue, stated that Uber comes into the bar area all the time but regular taxi drivers must use designated spaces farther away.  A taxi driver should be a resident of New Jersey, but Uber drivers are from all over and can even do business in New Jersey with the app on their phones.  They cannot do that going into other states but they can here.  Uber is charging $48 for a fare that should only be $32.  Uber drivers are threatening regular taxi drivers and are taking our taxi stand spaces.  Please help the local drivers.
