COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN RULLO thanked the Department of Public Works for quickly cleaning the graffiti off the seawall.
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that on Thursday night there will be a new event on Olde New Jersey Avenue, called the Anglesea Night Market.  Another is planned for August.  The emergency reconstruction on 8th Avenue should be finished by the end of this week.  The bike path is now open and the rinse-off showers are getting great reviews.  The Buildings, Parks & Grounds Department is replacing the wooden toys along the path.  
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EVERETT McCORKELL, 410 E. 13th Avenue, stated that the showers are wonderful.
LUANNE CRANE, 110 E. Walnut Avenue, stated that cars are parking on the vacant lot at Walnut & Olde New Jersey Avenues, which is a problem due to the fact that there is no driveway onto that property so cars are driving across our condo property to get there.  This is a dangerous situation.  Please help correct this situation before someone gets hurt. The cars going across our property have damaged the sewer covers and now the water meter covers are being affected as well.  The cars are parking closer and closer to our homes.  Sgt. McGraw took a report and Code Enforcement was to contact the owner but we do not know if anything else has been done.  It is not a legal parking lot.

MAYOR ROSENELLO requested that the City Administrator and Police Chief look into this situation. 
ED WHEATON, 204 Surf Avenue, stated that he has attended the Anglesea Day celebrations of the past two years and believes that the name Anglesea better reflects the historical culture of the City.  Wheaton presented to Mayor and Council a petition with more than 100 signatures asking that the name of the City be changed back to Anglesea.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that over the years he has heard from numerous residents who would like to see the name changed back to Anglesea.  Even though the name was changed to North Wildwood in 1906, many people in the north end still refer to their homes as being in Anglesea.  
CITY CLERK JETT explained that Council can change the name by adopting an appropriate resolution.  Council may want to consider a non-binding referendum in November to gauge the interest of the voters regarding such a change.  Mr. Wheaton’s great-grandfather was a Councilman in the Borough of Anglesea and Mayor of the Borough of North Wildwood.  
ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the Solicitor should research the process further.  
On a motion by Kane, seconded by Tolomeo, that the petition presented by Mr. Wheaton be received and filed for further consideration. Carried.

AL KONIECKI, 740 Allen Drive, and JOHN DOHERTY, 6 St. Vincent Court, stated that many vehicles coming down Oak Avenue and Allen Drive are exceeding the speed limit.  They may be trying to avoid traffic on Route 147 but this is creating a dangerous situation in our area.  There are no speed limit signs at present.  Speed limit signs or “Children at Play” signs might help slow down traffic.  The Police Chief has stated that a temporary speed detector will be placed in the area.

MAYOR ROSENELLO requested that Engineer Petrella and Chief Gallagher review this situation.

ADJOURNMENT:
