CAUCUS MEETING

MAY 1, 2012
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, Salvatore Zampirri and David Del Conte.  Also present were City Administrator Louis Belasco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the resolution appointing a new member of Council will be done at the beginning of the meeting.  All have received the letter from the North Wildwood Republican Organization with the three names, in order of preference, of possible candidates.  Does anyone object to appointing James Kane, who is the first name on the list?  

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that a motion making the nomination will be needed, followed by a second, and then the resolution approved by Council.  

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that a seasonal appointment will be added for an intern at Public Works.  There are two full-time appointments at Public Works also. Since 2009 Public Works has lost nine employees (six to retirement) and only two have been replaced.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the Public Works Committee should meet and make decisions as to the number of staff needed and then put the plan into place. 

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO asked that a resolution be added to award a contract to Bud Concrete for Emergency Boardwalk Repairs.  Bids were received already but were rejected and there are safety concerns that need to be addressed before the summer. 
ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that much of this emergency work was included in the base bid of the bid specifications. 
MAYOR HENFEY stated that about $60,000 from the UEZ fund will be used to help pay for these Boardwalk repairs.

ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that this project will address the minimum needs to make the tram-way safe for this summer.  Also, Ordinance 1609 will be introduced tonight to create a dead-end on Maryland Avenue in connection with the Wawa project.  City Planner Elizabeth Terenik has written a letter stating that the ordinance does conform to the Master Plan.  There will not be any dead end installed until 1) Wawa has received a CO; 2) Engineer Petrella has approved the planned dead end barrier; and 3) the barrier has been approved by the Police and Fire Chiefs.  It will be a temporary, removable barrier.  Engineer Petrella will review various options.  The overall project will probably not start until the fall.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that zoning approval for this project is contingent upon the passage of this ordinance. 
SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that the attorneys for Wawa are obviously pleased with this ordinance.
ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that AtlantiCare has indicated that they will be terminating the lease agreement at the firehouse.  AtlantiCare will be moving their operations to Erma.  
MAYOR HENFEY stated that they never created an extra medic unit as planned.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if we had received a bid from the Millville Rescue Squad.  

MAYOR HENFEY stated that Millville would be strictly for EMS services.  AtlantiCare has paramedics.  The State should allow fire departments to have paramedics.  It would be a benefit to public safety. 
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ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO stated that the agreement ends right before July 4th weekend, so the City will attempt to get AtlantiCare to stay one more week.
