Also present were City Administrator Louis Belasco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR BELASCO noted an additional resolution needs to be included to the agenda today for Photos on the Beach with everyone in agreement for this addition.    It was also noted that the ending date will be October 31st.       City Clerk Harkins asked about the payment of the fees noting that the bidder has agreed to a 10% down at the signing and the remaining amount paid in full in 30 days.     Solicitor Kaufmann will make the necessary changes to the resolution.     Gulf Coast Photo representatives were in attendance for this meeting.

Update information for the Master Plan was given to Council as a meeting was held with Engineer Petrella for amending the Zoning Map for the City.       Solicitor Kaufmann will be working on the new ordinances and they must be adopted all together in mass as there is a lot to digest.   There will be drastic changes to the existing ordinances in some zones.    Rosenello noted the changes are mostly in the area around the Boardwalk.    The Adninistrative Committee has met with the Master Plan Committee.

ADMININISTRATOR BELASCO explained the new Noise Ordinance being introduced today noting there are essential changes to this Ordinance regarding noise.    There will be no noise outside after 11:00 PM and also no noise to be heard outside at that time.    Solicitor Kaufmann stated this Ordinance deals with noise to eliminate any challenges and noted all establishments are on the same rules.   After 11:00 PM if you can hear any noise it is in violation.      Not in violation from 11:00 AM through to 11:00 PM.     This Ordinance #1610 is being introduced today.    Mayor Henfey asked the City Clerk to send a copy to all licensed premise licensees.

ADMININISTRATOR BELASCO stated that a Public Works employee in the past carried the license required for sewer but due to his absence the City is in need of a license.    Belasco would like for us to get involved with a shared service agreement with someone who also does Woodbine.    The cost has been agreed to $1200.00 per month.   Belasco recommends signing a month to month agreement.     

ADMININISTRATOR BELASCO  also spoke of the USDA 3A street project which is nearing the end on 25th Avenue.     Final paving should be completed by June 29th.    Also included will be the 400 Block of West 17th Avenue.

The beach back pass with Wildwood Crest sand is also nearing completion noting the project went along well.    The paving company brought in more trucks than they started with as Wildwood Crest wanted North Wildwood off their beaches by May 18th.    The project will be done today the 15th.   

ADMININISTRATOR BELASCO would like approval to advertise for building inspectors to be used as the Construction Office needs flexibility such as yearly inspection of swimming pools, etc.   This is being bid by North Wildwood only with Wildwood Crest not involved as the state says the bidding must be separate from Wildwood Crest.

ADMININISTRATOR BELASCO  noted at this time Council will need to go in a closed meeting for discussion on the Old New Jersey Tavern license with their Attorney Glenn Gorman.

Hearing none, he then asked the Clerk if she had received any objections in writing, the Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed. COUNCIL:

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER stated that the Memorial Day Service will be held at the monument on May 30 at 10 AM.
MAYOR HENFEY stated that Capt. Kidd weekend is May 19 and the American Legion ceremony is at the Convention Center on May 20.
PUBLIC:

DOLORES ALLENDORF, 324 W. Walnut Avenue, stated that because of DEP/CAFRA violations Coconut Cove should not be permitted to build, yet they continue to build.  Can they build when they are in violation?  The fence on Maryland Avenue is too high – isn’t there an ordinance for fence heights?  They were before the Zoning Board again on April 16.  How does Coconut Cove do these things if they continue to have violations?  Solicitor Kaufmann stated that violations do not prohibit a business from applying to the Zoning Board.  A condition on each resolution should state that the applicant must follow the law of all jurisdictions involved.  If there are violations the matter should be turned over to the Construction Official and the Zoning Officer.  Fence heights are regulated by City ordinance but the Zoning Board can grant variances.  Mrs. Allendorf asked if Coconut Cove can continue building.  President of Council Rosenello stated that construction is allowed when all CAFRA conditions have been met.  Solicitor Kaufmann again stated that the matter should be referred to the Construction Official and the Zoning Officer.  Mayor Henfey stated that permission from the Zoning Board does not mean that building can begin.  Mrs. Allendorf stated that she does not feel that she is getting any answers to her questions.  Mayor Henfey stated that he has full confidence in our Construction Official to see that things are done correctly.  There will be no new permits until the property is in compliance with Zoning and CAFRA regulations. Engineer Petrella stated that the fence was included in the Zoning Board application.  If there are CAFRA violations then the property owners need to file an application with the State to get the structures legalized.  The State could require Coconut Cove to remove any illegal structures. 
JIM KOCH, 1301 Surf Avenue, stated that the portable toilets that are used during special events should have hand sanitizer in them, with President of Council Rosenello stating that it has already been done.  Koch asked if the arch on the Boardwalk has been painted, with Mayor Henfey responding that the rotting plywood is being replaced and then it will be painted.  Koch stated that the City should have an arch built at the bridge welcoming visitors into North Wildwood.  Koch asked if the beach project will be done before Memorial Day, with the answer being yes.  Koch asked which beaches will not be protected this year, with the answer being the beach in front of Moore’s Inlet.
HARRY GALE, 307 E. 25th Avenue, asked about the project on the pier at 25th Avenue, with President of Council Rosenello stating that the Developer is seeking financing at present.  The developer pays any professional fees that the City incurs.  It is still the City’s pier and this year there will again be bathrooms and a Police substation there.  The City could end the redevelopment agreement if so desired but there are no other projects that would benefit the City at present.  Gale asked about the Marina Bay Towers situation.  Solicitor Kaufmann stated that the matter has been transferred to another court as the judge originally assigned to the case has retired.  The City has submitted the required briefs (which will be forwarded to Council).  The City has continued to receive revenue from the Towers and the land because of Tax Sales; subsequent payments have been made by the purchaser of the lien, Crusader Lien Services.  Crusader has instituted foreclosure proceedings and the matter is at the Superior Court level now.  The Court is waiting for resolution of the Marina Bay Towers matter before it proceeds with the foreclosure, so the matter probably will not be concluded in the near future.
