Members Present: Present were Mayor William Henfey, President of Council Patrick Rosenello, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Salvatore Zampirri, David Del Conte and James Kane.  Councilwoman Kellyann Tolomeo was not present.  Also present were City Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

The above resolution was offered by Koehler, seconded by Zampirri, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared the resolution duly adopted. 6:30 PM

On a motion by Bishop, seconded by Koehler, that Council now return to open session. Carried.       6:35 PM

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that an appointment for a Court Officer/Parking Enforcement in the Police Department will be added to the agenda.
MAYOR HENFEY stated that South Jersey Gas Company has about 267 residences that have not been hooked up yet after the installation of the high-pressure gas lines.  They want access to several streets to get these service situations under control.  They are proposing the closing of one block at a time to finish the project.  We could allow this on a limited basis; however, we should make them pay for the extra police officers that will be needed for traffic control.  CTX has been doing the project but South Jersey Gas trucks would be on scene to supervise.  Each block should be blacktopped by the next day if they are to proceed in this manner.  This is a big inconvenience but the water infiltration problems were worse.  The contractor, CTX, has done a poor job with the streets and the connections.  
ACTING ADMINISTRATOR SLOAN stated that we will be dealing with South Jersey Gas since CTX is their subcontractor.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if the residents on the blocks to be worked on will be notified of the work and any service interruptions.

ACTING ADMINISTRATOR SLOAN stated that by working on one block at a time a limited number of people will be inconvenienced.  They will be notified when work will be done.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that no restoration work has been done, and if CTX does it, it will probably be done poorly.  Can we proceed with a contract to have this restoration work finished and require South Jersey Gas to post a bond?
MAYOR HENFEY stated that South Jersey Gas is putting money in escrow for this project.  We are dealing with South Jersey Gas, not CTX.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that one of these companies should post a bond for this work.  We need to make sure it is done correctly.  
ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that he can do a cost estimate.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the work done will not be to fill the individual holes created recently…they will be redoing the streets entirely.  This is expensive but it is the responsibility of South Jersey Gas do get this done right.  They will need to present the Police Chief with a plan for traffic control on the blocks affected.  Starting around 8th St. Field may be a good idea, as that would only affect a minimal number of residents.  Restoration should be completed by the next day, not a month later.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that we will need to add a resolution authorizing a waiver to the summer and 5-year moratoriums, with the resolution stating the conditions under which we are granting the waiver, such as a bond to guarantee the restoration work, etc.  Council should delegate to the Mayor the authority to stop work, and the areas of work should be decided by the Mayor and City Engineer, with input from the Police Chief.
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ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that the local South Jersey Gas district has not been involved with this project, but they will be onsite for the final connections and restoration work.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that John Murphy of South Jersey Gas has always worked well with the City and it would be good to have him here.  Do we need an actual resolution to authorize these conditions and waivers?

SOLICITOR KAUFMANN stated that a resolution is necessary because Council is invoking various portions of the City Code dealing with street openings and restoration work, fees, etc.  

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the bond amount should be based on the estimate of the City Engineer, the work schedule determined by the Mayor and Engineer, and traffic safety plan submitted to the Police Chief for each area of work.

The resolution should state that the Mayor can stop the work at any time.  It is unfortunate that we must go to extremes to get this work done correctly but it is now necessary.  Resolutions 2 & 3 pertain to an upcoming bond sale.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that these bonds deal with debt from as far back as 2007, which will now be rolled over into long-term debt.  Leon Costello continues to assist the City with its finances.

ACTING ADMINISTRATOR SLOAN stated that copiers are being upgraded in City Hall.  The camera system project is progressing.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ROSENELLO stated that the beach project is complete, although there are still some pipes on the beach.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that the sand has been moved to alleviate the ponding behind the dune.  Now we will need access to the new gazebo and also a crossover at 4th Avenue.
ACTING ADMINISTRATOR SLOAN stated that there has been some damage to the matting.  Public Works will be resetting the mats after raking is completed.

MAYOR HENFEY stated that he has met with Ray Roberts of Remington Vernick about 26th Avenue, specifically the intersection at Delaware Avenue.  The work is unacceptable.  We want them to finish the concrete and drainage work.  Maybe they can do one block at a time.  The blacktop should cool down quickly.  The work has been delayed because of so much rain.  It is better to fix the drainage problems now.

This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.
