CAUCUS MEETING

JULY 1, 2014
6:30 P.M.
Members Present: Present were Mayor Patrick Rosenello, President of Council Salvatore Zampirri, Councilpersons Edwin Koehler, Margaret Bishop, Kellyann Tolomeo, James Kane and Joseph Rullo.  Councilman David Del Conte was not present. Also present were City Administrator Kevin Yecco, Solicitor William Kaufmann and Engineer Ralph Petrella.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that Purchasing Agent Kathleen Russo has resigned.  The position has been advertised, with applications being received through July 7.  Many applications have been received already.  Municipal experience and North Wildwood residency are preferred.  The Finance Committee will be involved in the final decision.  It will be imperative for the candidate to obtain the QPA certification, after proceeding from Clerk 1 to Clerk 2.  The goal will be for the new employee to also have knowledge of the Human Resources position and to be here for the long term.  There should not be a problem dealing with the lower bid threshold in the absence of a QPA for the time being.  The Mayor and Administrator have met with CFO Todd Burkey regarding the findings in the 2014 Audit.  Five findings are generally a cause for concern.  The Corrective Action Plan is being developed at present.  The administration is satisfied that the CFO is moving in the right direction to avoid these problems in the future.

COUNCILMAN KOEHLER asked if any of the findings have been found in previous audits.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the Fixed Asset Inventory has appeared in previous audits.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that the company charged with doing the Fixed Asset Inventory has been delayed, not the CFO.  The other findings were generally minor glitches dealing with internal controls.  The purchasing agent title will be added to the Salary Ordinance through an amendment to be introduced this evening.  There is also an amendment to the Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance to be introduced, in order to increase the CRS rating.  Ron Simone and Sal DeSimone have been doing an outstanding job on this. 

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the current flood insurance premium reduction is 15%, but with this and other recent amendments we could get to a 25% reduction.  That is big money when you add it all up.  Thanks to Ron and Sal for their diligence on this matter.

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that an ordinance mandating direct deposit for employees and officials is also on the agenda, as is an ordinance to add an additional taxicab stand in the Entertainment District.  The first resolution on the agenda will authorize the public bid advertisement for the 8th St. Field renovations.

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL ZAMPIRRI stated that the Change Order for USDA Phase 3B represents an increase of $3,371.  There is another sewer problem, this time in the 400 Block of East 7th Avenue.

ENGINEER PETRELLA stated that this problem is similar to the one on 12th Avenue. 8th Avenue is not looking good.  We will try to have these funded through the NJEIT program.  

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO stated that FEMA reimbursement is possible as these problems are all the result of Hurricane Sandy.

COUNCILMNAN KOEHLER asked about the rules and regulations of the City’s animal control contract.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that the company cannot deal with wildlife, only domestic animals.  There are strict rules regarding what they can do.
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ENGINEER PETRELLA asked what the alternatives are when wildlife is involved.

MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that one problem is that if a company picks up wildlife, they are not permitted to remove that wildlife from the municipality.  The City cannot employ someone who would do that.  

COUNCILWOMAN BISHOP stated that the skunks are running rampant in the evening.

CITY CLERK JETT asked all to shut down their computers properly at the end of each meeting.
