The City Clerk read Ordinance No. 1658 by its title, as required by Law, known as “Refunding Bond Ordinance Providing For The Funding Of An Emergency Appropriation Which Was Adopted To Repay Certain Invalid Tax Lien Certificates Pursuant To A Court Order In And By The City Of North Wildwood, In The County Of Cape May, New Jersey, Appropriating $900,000 Therefor And Authorizing The Issuance Of $900,000 Bonds Or Notes Of The City For Financing The Cost Thereof.“   

This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

ADMINISTRATOR YECCO explained that this ordinance will provide funds for the refunding of invalid tax liens, as per Court Order.

The President of Council asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council asked for a motion to close the public hearing.  On a motion by Rullo, seconded by Tolomeo, the roll being called, all voting in the affirmative, the President of Council declared the hearing closed.
