This Ordinance has been published according to Law, posted on the City Clerk’s bulletin board with copies available in the City Clerk’s Office on request.   

The President of Council stated this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on Ordinance No. 1691 and asked if anyone present had any objections to the passage of this Ordinance.  Hearing none, he then asked the City Clerk if he had received any objections in writing, the City Clerk stated none, the President of Council declared the hearing closed. 
MAYOR ROSENELLO stated that this ordinance will provide funding for further improvements to Allen Park, the reconstruction of the east end of 15th Avenue to make it more pedestrian and bike friendly, and the total renovation of the parking lot near Moore’s Inlet.  Funding is also provided for maintenance and repairs of City buildings.
